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DO's
• 	Align the jack after it comes to rest and challenge the length of the jack if you feel it has not reached the minimum distance of 23 metres. If not sure, then measure the length.
• 	Stand about 2 – 3 metres behind the jack and 1 – 2 metres to one side.
• 	Ensure the mat is placed on the bank and clear of the rink.
• 	Be in a position to observe a ‘toucher’ and if so, mark it immediately.
• 	Answer questions concisely and only address the bowler whose turn it is to bowl.
• 	Remove dead bowls immediately, taking care of bowls near the boundary line, the players will decide if this is dead.
• 	Keep clear of the head when the players arrive, they determine the result, not you. 
• 	Only carry out a measure if requested by either one of the players.
• 	If either player is not satisfied with the Marker's decision then they should call the Umpire, or if not available, an experienced player to check measure.
• 	Notify the players of the running score at each end or at their request.



DO NOT's
• 	Move about when the player is on the mat.
• 	Move in to see who has shot unless asked.
• 	Supplement your answer to any question with information not asked for.
• 	Disturb the head at any time, leave it to the players.
• 	Applaud either player's bowl – remain neutral at all times.
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
