Please make sure to read and follow all special
instructions. If requirements are not followed, the overall placing will be dropped one place level. (For example, if the items
in the sample were not pinned together with a note card as directed, and the exhibitor received a 1st placing, it would be
reduced to 2nd place for not following the requirements.

As an exhibitor we ask that you respect the following:
e Smoking is not allowed in any buildings on the grounds.
e Vehicle and trailer parking is NOT allowed around the barns except during loading and unloading of animals.
e Livestock trailers must be parked in the designated areas as determined by the Fair Board.

Camping is allowed only in designated areas on the grounds for a fee. Complete the form and include fee with all
camping reservations.

Proof of insurance may be
required

(6) Marquette County Youth Organization
Association, Inc., nor Marquette County, shall
neither be liable for any loss or damage to
exhibits.

(7) Each exhibitor must securely attach official
Marquette County Fair entry tags to the article to
be exhibited. All tags must be affixed before
approaching the judges or entry table. Untagged
articles will not be accepted.

(8) Fair management reserves the right to
dispose of ALL food exhibited.

(9) Department superintendents have full charge
of exhibits and their arrangements.

(10)The Board of Directors of the Marquette
County Youth Organization, Association, Inc.,
has the final decision on all rules. Any
complaints must be made in writing.

ANIMAL/LIVESTOCK RULES

(1) All required animal Health records must be presented to the appropriate Animal/Livestock Superin-
tendent prior to the unloading of animals. Unloading must be done only with the approval of the appro-
priate Animal/Livestock Superintendent. No animals will be unloaded until the Superintendent clears
you for unloading .

(2) All animals exhibited should be identified by registration name and number or by eartag number.
Rabbits are to be tattooed. Any other arrangements must be made with the Fair board in conjunction
with the designated veterinarian prior to the start of the fair.

(3) All animal/livestock exhibitors must clean their pens, stalls, or cages and check-out with the appro-
priate Animal/Livestock Superintendent before leaving the fairgrounds or forfeit their premium money.

(4) Stall rent for OPEN CLASS and JUNIOR DIVISION animals will not be charged. All feed and bedding
must be furnished by the exhibitor. Open class pen availability will be determined by the Superinten-
dent

(5) Livestock that has been properly fitted and given proper care will be eligible to receive premium
money. All animals that are in poor condition or that show lack of care, as identified by Animal/
Livestock Superintendent, will be disqualified and no prize money awarded.

(6) Vehicles and trailers will not be allowed to park in the barn area at any time during the fair except
for unloading and loading.

(7) Livestock trailers must be parked in the designated area.

(8) To be considerate - please notify the fair office 608-296-5200 if you are bringing a milking cow to the
fair so that we can plan the milking parlor.

(9) Itis the exhibitor’s responsibility to follow Wisconsin Department of Agriculture, Trade and Con-
sumer Protection (DATCP) Animal Health Rules and Regulations for animals exhibited at the Mar-
quette County Fair.

ETHICS GUIDELINES

Animals can only be fitted by the exhibitor or those stated below. Fitting includes, but is not limited
to, the day to day management practices of feeding, exercising, and show preparation. Fitting is
limited to the exhibitor, his/her mother, father, sister, brother, step-brother, step sister, step-parent,
grandparent or legal guardian (with proof of relationship) or other junior exhibitors participating in
the Marquette County Fair Junior Shows. Special consideration to the fitting rule may be granted to
other family members in situations where none of the immediate family have project involvement/
experience.

No artificial filling/drenching or animals will be allowed at any time on Marquette County Fair-
grounds. Artificial filling/drenching applies to any substance applied in any way (i.e., bottle feeding,
syringe, 1V, stomach pumps and other methods). If there is an animal wellness concern, the Mar-
quette County Fair veterinarian should be consulted.

No medicines can be given to an animal at the show without a veterinarian’s or the species super-
intendent’s approval.
