The HOA 
Board inquired with Moon and they mentioned 
the bushes were “old” and that the trees may 
have been impacted by Harvey. The manager 
mentioned they were considering replacing 
some bushes because it also negatively 
reflects on their business.  
 
Austin Property Management contacted 
County offices and they came by to assess and 
determined there is a foul, chemical smell in 
the water that is continuously flooding some 
trees and bushes.  The information has been 
forwarded to the Environmental team of the 
County and we are now awaiting a 
determination on will happen next. Ultimately, 
the Board would like to see the replacement  of 
the trees and bushes by Moon Nursery or the 
County. We will stay on top of this as a nice 
entrance to our community makes the first 
impression potential buyers and visitors.
