1. Redeeming Love (vs. 10-14) – Provides a new beginning 

2. Unconditional Forgiveness (vs. 15-16) – Provides a new relationship

3. Restoring Sacrifice (vs. 17-20) – Provides a new family 

· Ephesians reveals the theological process for reconciliation (Eph. 2:13-22)
1. Through Christ’s blood we are brought together

2. Through Christ’s peace we have barriers destroyed 

3. Through Christ’s sacrifice we are made into one new body 

4. Through Christ’s power we become members of the same household 

· Philippians reveals the immanency of Christ as the catalyst to reconcile man and God

1. Christ was equal with God

2. Christ became a man

3. Christ became a servant

4. Christ was obedient to death on a cross 

· Colossians reveals the transcendent power to reconcile all things (1:13-22)

1. Christ delivered us out of darkness into His kingdom

2. Christ is the image of God

3. In Christ all things were created in heaven and earth, visible and invisible, thrones and dominions, rulers and authorities. 

4. Christ reconciled us through death to present us before Him holy and blameless and beyond approach.
