Just in the past few days there have been gooc
numbers of them at the USS Massachusetts. We've been doing best on strong outgoing water when the dirty
water is screaming by.he dirty water and current keeps the doggone divers away, too.

| went searching for false albacdveo days ago, and ran 10 miles to the SE of Pensacola Pass never seeing a
fish. Maybe they're to the SW. Who knows? | think the dirty water's moved them out, although it didn't seem
to bother them back in July when the turning basin was slammed full &rigy. Cobb hammered them on

was 23 weeks agoBest bet is to anchor in about 3' of wateragmoint either on the N side of the island or in

the bay. There are schools of feeding fish working the shoreline from Butcher pen Cove to Dead Man's Islan
to Town Point tdDeer Point all the way to the Bob Sykes Bridge. On the N side of the island you could find
them anywhere from Portofino to Pickens Pier. You will know they're coming because the baitfish will be
showering. Another idea is to pull up behind the shrimp boats at first light when they're culling their catch
from the night before. | haven't been man enough to get up that early, but it's always productive this time of
year.

Tying Materials

Hook: Eagle Claw EC413 60 degree jig hook, #2
Thread: Red flat waxed nylon

Eye: Medium dumbbell eyes

Tail/Flash:  Gold mylar, size large

Body: Red chenille

Hackle: 2 red saddle hackles

Start by attaching the dumbbell eyes with figBrerraps right behind the
60 degree bend in the hook. Move thread to midpoint of the hook shank.

Atthemidpoi nt of the hook shank, t
folded in half.

Tie in another 10piece of mylar fol c
lar On the bottom of the hook shank.




Fray the mylar to form the tail

Tie in the chenille where the mylar is attached and makevlaps to for
the body.

Palmerwrap the hackles to just behind the eyes.

Finish the fly by building up the head with thread and coat with epoxy.
