Bio-Terrorism Prevention/SASS/Epidemiology – Jeanne Beas reported on public health 
MOU. St. Clair EMA/LEPC – CEPF grant completed and sent in to MERC. Flow 

study for placards on vehicles will be done by Collins Fire Protection District in 


May. Budget for EMA is down from $5000 for the year to a little over $1500.00

Northern Tier Coalition/SW Coalition – Hospital coalition may be splitting
