Our members are angry at
facing pay cuts after years
of dedication providing
this essential service.

They are also irate that all -~

their suggestions to tack-

le the crisis have been .

ignored. Instead, they’ve

been told they will be

sacked unless they accept the changes.

Catering staff are already amongst the
lowest paid workers in the council. Now
they face losing up to £1,200/yr. Our
members can’t afford to lose over £100
monthly. Some fear they will have to turn
to foodbanks for help.

Others will have their hours cut below
the level where they can receive in-work
benefits. Some will have to seek alterna-
tive jobs. This could plunge the council
deeper into difficulties as it finds it is un-
able to maintain even a reduced service.
