After you read: 
Explain 
This is perhaps the greatest miracle in the Bible, other than Jesus raising 
himself. Talk about the sentence when Jesus said, “If you believe, you will live 
again.” Does that mean Christians never die? No, it means we will rise again 
after death to live forever in heaven. Yes, others have been brought back 
from death since then, and the power of God is surely at work around the 
world. But true resurrections are rare. However, we will live forever with Jesus 
after death.

Play a game to see who can wrap, hide, raise, and unwrap Lazarus the 
fastest. Form two teams and use two (or more) rolls of toilet paper. For tasty, 
quick fun, wrap Keebler elf cookies (Lazarus) in rolls of fruit roll ups for the 
grave clothes.
