The theological idea behind this November de-
votion is to prayerfully remind ourselves that in
Christ’s Mystical Body our “faithful departed”
join us as we celebrate the Eucharist. The Tab-
leau will also serve a unifying function in our
multilingual parish, calling attention to our
Catholic belief that our deceased loved ones
enjoy the perfect union in Christ that was not as
accessible or visible while they lived on earth.
