11-10-11 Board of Supervisors Minutes


Meeting MINUTES November 10, 2011
Opening: A public meeting of the Fellsmere Water Control District was called to order at 10:00 a.m. on September 8, 2011 held at the office of the District 109 N. Willow Street, Fellsmere, Florida. Mike Monroe called the meeting to order. 
Supervisor’s present was Mike Monroe, Clifford Tyson.

Michael welcomed visitors Robert Christianson and Gian Basili from SJRWMD.

Others present were Michael O’Haire, George Simons, Rodney Tillman, and Joyce Hertel.

Approval of Minutes: 
A motion duly made by Clifford Tyson and seconded by Mike Monroe the Minutes of September 2011 were approved as mailed.
Attorney’s Report:  Michael O’Haire discussed the Permit and Interlocal agreement with the corrections and deletions for the Bailey bridge. He also discussed the Easements from the Board of Trustees of the Internal Improvement fund and advised that he had only received these the day before. He would need additional time to review them.
Rodney added that the President should sign the Permit and Interlocal Agreement not the Superintendent.

After discussing various points in the easements with Mr. Christenson it was determined that the Engineer, Attorney and Superintendent would work with SJRWMD to satisfy all parties.

Motion duly made by Mike and seconded by Cliff, the Attorney and Engineer will work together to achieve the necessary requirements of Fellsmere Water Control District and after the Attorney and Engineer have reached agreement regarding the easements, the President of the Board is empowered to sign the necessary documents. Robert Christenson at this time introduced Mr. Gian Basili from SJRMWD. He is the Director of Operations replacing James Skellion. Engineer’s Report:  
Marvin and George discussed the Elephant Center (Sunshine State Wildlife Conservation LLC)

(The National Elephant Center Inc.,) and the permitting issues that have arisen, as a result of the property not being surveyed. George said that he had been working with David Tom to resolve the issues. A 25’ maintenance setback from the top slope of the laterals was discussed and approved. Since this is a deviation from the normal permitting policies of the District and the problems involved with the MESA Park project folding and being sold to three owners and the problems caused by that sale a motion is required for the Elephant Center project.
Motion made by Mike and seconded by Cliff that the 25’ maintenance set back from the top slope of the lateral to the nearest structure is approved and that a survey by the Elephant Center should be done at the Elephant Center’s expense.

George Simons discussed the BMAP meetings he has been attending for the various districts in the County. He stated that DEP is still treating the 298 Districts as if they are stake holders in the BMAP process. He advised the BMAP has progressed to the point where stake holders will be monitoring water quality at various locations in the central Indian River Lagoon Area. And that Fellsmere Water Control District should probably forward the information it has from quarterly testing of the gravity drainage area entering the Indian River Lagoon. Rodney asked how this can be achieved. George replied probably in some type of electronic media. George explained that for the coming five years the central lagoon does not have to do projects since the sea grasses are growing good in this area. But that could change subject to storm events like the districts recently went through. DEP will re-evaluate the Lagoon every five years. The District should look at itself as a stake holder until the legal issues removing them as stake holders are resolved if ever.
Treasurers/Superintendent Report:
Rodney explained that the District will be undergoing an audit on November 14. The District has completed its website which is http://fellsmerewatercontroldistrict.com and that it has been published and is operational. All reports that were state mandated are on the website.
Rodney also explained that educational materials have been put into the website that could be used for the credits for BMAP.

Rodney stated that the District has not received any permitting funds from the Elephant Center and to date the Elephant Center has $1,352.50 of reviewing fees by the District Engineer. Since the District’s normal fee is $1,000.00 for review with any remaining funds returned to Permittee; the Elephant Center will not be getting any refunds and will owe bulk of the remaining review.
Supervisor’s Comments: No comments at this time.
Public Comments: No public comments.

Meeting was adjourned at 11:45 a.m. by Mike Monroe.
