11/1, Day 1, F Depart U.S. for flight to Israel. 
 

11/2, Day 2, S Arrive Ben Gurion Airport. Meet 

our guide and transfer to  

hotel. Overnight in   

Jerusalem. 
 

11/3, Day 3, S Late start from 

hotel. You will visit Mt. Scopus 

for an overview of Jerusalem. 

You will then visit the Western 

Wall and Davidson Center, with the southern 

steps to the temple, and have the opportunity 

to walk on the walls while there. After lunch, 

return to the hotel. Overnight in Jerusalem.  
 

11/4, Day 4, M Mt. of    

Olives; Church of the       

Ascension, then begin the 

“Palm Sunday” walk, 

stopping at Pater Noster 

Church, commemorating 

Jesus' teaching His disciples the Lord's Prayer 

and Dominus Flevit, ending in the Garden of 

Gethsemene, the place of Jesus' agony,       

betrayal and arrest, and Church of All Nations, 

which contains the rock where Jesus is believed 

to have prayed before His betrayal and arrest. 

Continue to Mt. Zion; St. Peter’s in Galicantu, 

which is built over the site of the house of the 

High Priest Caiaphas and the stone pit where 

Jesus was held. Three times, Peter also denied 

knowing Jesus near this same place. We will 

also visit the Upper Room. End the day by      

visiting the Garden 

Tomb. Overnight in

11/5, Day 5, T Early morning start. Drive south along 

the Dead Sea. Take a cable-car to the top of   

Masada to view the fortress of Herod. You will also 

visit Ein Gedi, and then proceed to the ruins of the 

ancient Essene settlement at Qumran, where the 

Dead Sea Scrolls were discovered. Overnight in 

Jerusalem.  
 

11/6, Day 6, W Begin the day by visiting the Temple 

Mount. You will then drive to Bethlehem area to 

visit the Shepherd’s Field and the Church of the 

Nativity. Enjoy lunch at the Grotto. Overnight in 

Jerusalem.  
 

11/7, Day 7, TH Begin the day 

by visiting Pool of Bethesda 

and St. Anne’s. You will then 

walk through the Old City of 

Jerusalem, Way of the Cross, 

ending in the Holy Sepulchre. 

After lunch, visit the friends of Zion Museum.    

Overnight in Jerusalem.  
 

11/8, Day 8, F Depart Jerusalem. Visit the Mt. of 

Temptation and Tel es Sultan, the ancient city of 

Jericho. Drive through the Jordan Valley, stopping 

at Beit She’an, the ancient biblical city, which the 

Greeks and Romans knew as 

Scythopolis. Overnight in Galilee.  

 

11/9, Day 9, S Sea of Galilee, 

including: the Mount of             

Beatitudes; Tabgha, the place of 

Jesus’ miracle of the                 

Multiplication of the Fish and 

Loaves, Mensa Christi Church with access to the 

Sea, and Capernaum: known as “Jesus’ home 

town.” We will also take a boat ride on the Sea of 

Galilee and enjoy a St. Peter’s Fish lunch.         

Overnight in Galilee.  

 

11/10, Day 10, S Visit Caesarea Philippi and Tel 

Dan. After lunch, you will go to Jordan River-

Yardenit Baptismal. Overnight in Galilee.  

11/11, Day 11, M Check out of the hotel. Begin 

the day by visiting Megiddo, with the most      

impressive water system. You will then continue 

to Mt. Carmel. Caesarea Maritime National Park 

and the aqueduct will be the last stop of the 

day. Continue to Jaffa for your farewell dinner 

and then transfer to hotel in Tel Aviv for           

overnight or flight back to the U.S.  
 

11/12, Day 12, T Transfer to the airport for flight 

home. Arrive back to the U.S.  

 

Jordan Extension  

 

11/12, Day 1, T Transfer to Jordan via Allenby 

Bridge. Cross into Jordan. Begin the tour by     

visiting Bethany beyond the Jordan-ancient   

baptismal site; traditional site of Jesus’ baptism, 

Mt.  Nebo: where Moses saw the Promised Land, 

Madaba: one of the towns divided among the 

12 tribes of Israel at the time of the Exodus, visit 

St. George’s Church and Mosaic Map depicting 

all the major biblical sites of the Middle East. 

Continue driving south to Petra. Overnight in  

Petra. 
 

11/13, Day 2, W Full day at Petra: Tour with the 

guide to see the Siq, Treasury, Theatre, and Street 

of Facades. There will be ample free time for you 

to visit the Royal Tombs, High Place of Sacrifice, 

and the Monastery, if you should choose.      

Overnight in Petra. 
 

11/14, Day 3, TH Depart Jordan via Allenby 

Bridge. Transfer into Israel. Drive to Jaffa for a 

walk through the Old City and to see the port. 

You will then have a dinner.                             

Transfer to hotel for                                             

overnight.  
 

11/15, Day 4, F Transfer to                                 

airport for flight back                                          

to U.S.
