Where’s Peace in Mission?  We’re all over the world!  Your mission offerings support work in Minnesota 

(New London/Spicer, Willmar, Bemidji), Jamaica and the Caribbean, Europe, Moldova, the Middle East, 

North Africa, South Africa, Japan, India and around the world (ELCA World Hunger, Operation Christmas 

Child, ELCA Disaster Response and more).  Your gifts touch lives in places most of us will never travel and 

in ways we can’t imagine.  Thanks for sharing your blessings with others as we share the love of Christ with 

the world!  Check out the mission bulletin board in the hallway near the Fellowship Hall to see where Peace is involved 

in mission! 

 

Stand somewhere in the U.S. trying to find a follower of Jesus Christ.  The chances that a     

random stranger will know Christ are 32%.  People here have access to the Gospel, can worship freely, 

and have no problem finding a church made up of Christ’s followers.  But you knew that. 

Stand somewhere in Africa trying to find a follower of Jesus Christ; 14.8% are believers.  Even 

given the political instability, you could stand in some African nations and see the odds increase—like Zambia, 25%; Kenya, 35%; 

Uganda, 46.3%.  But, maybe you knew that, too. 

Stand somewhere in Asia trying to find a follower of Jesus Christ.  Now your odds have dropped significantly to 

3.6%.  In certain communist controlled regions, the chances of finding a follower of Christ drops further still—Korea, 1.5%; Viet-

nam, 1.4%; Laos, 1.2%.  Many churches meet underground, and getting your hand on a Bible can be tough.  You’re probably 

not surprised. 

Now stand on the continent where the smallest portion of the people know Christ.  Churches can meet freely.  

Bibles are easy to obtain, and most of the area is politically stable.  Yet, few know Christ.  Very few.  Look only at its western 

countries, and now your odds are roughly the same as if you were searching for a Christ follower in Saudi    

Arabia—1%. You’re standing in Western Europe.  Now you know.   

            (Taken from the video From Where You Stand: the Odds Are produced by Crossworld.org.) 

Surprising, isn’t it?  To think the Middle East (cradle of creation, home of God’s promises, land where Jesus walked) 

and Europe (once the epicenter of Christianity, and origination of our Lutheran heritage) now have very, very few fol-

lowers of Jesus.  The need is great, especially among young people.  But, the great news is that God is still actively 

changing lives!  Youth for Christ International (YFCI), and Peace through its partnership, are actively involved in over 

30 countries in that region (and over 100 around the world). 

YFCI’s mission is to reach every young person with the life-changing message of Jesus Christ.  Last year, over 230,000 

young people around the world responded to God’s call to follow him through YFCI.  That means every hour of every 

day, 365 days a year, a young person is turning to follow Jesus through the ministry of Youth for Christ somewhere 

around the world. 

Peace member, Bryan Blomker, serves as the YFC International Liaison for the Europe, Middle East & North Africa 

area.  He is responsible for raising 100% of the funds needed to do his job that includes travel, assisting with training, 

communications, leading mission experiences for young people and adults, helping support outreach in those countries, 

his salary and so on.  The annual budget is about $90,000.  The partnership of Peace is vital and important in reaching 

young people in this important and strategic part of the world.

Greetings from the Nurses of  Peace            By Becky West 

―Take care of your teeth!‖  That was a recommendation 

repeated by my dentist every time I visited.  I had to see 

him often for adjustment to the braces responsible for 

straightening my teeth.  It’s been many decades since I 

last saw him, but the recommendation is still with me. 

Are you setting an example for your children and grand-

children to ―take care of your teeth‖?  My grandchildren 

giggle when I tell them, ―Be sure you only brush the 

teeth you want to keep!‖  Whatever it takes to instill 

the habit of brushing at least two times per day is a good 

thing. 

I grew up with parents who both had dentures.  I never 

want to lose all my teeth and get dentures even if it 

makes for silly toothless grins.  I’d much rather model 

good brushing than what would happen if I don’t brush. 

Cavities, tooth decay, or ―caries‖ are 

caused by a combination of factors, 

including bacteria in your mouth, not 

cleaning your teeth often enough,  

frequent snacking, and sipping sugary 

drinks.  Tooth decay is among the 

world’s most common health problem.  It’s especially 

common in children, teenagers and older adults.  Any-

one, including infants, can get cavities.  

If cavities aren’t treated, they get larger and affect 

deeper layers of teeth.  They can lead to severe tooth-

ache, infection and tooth loss.  Regular dental visits and 

good brushing and flossing habits go a long way toward 

preventing cavities and tooth decay. 

Oral health, including teeth and 

gums, is a window to your over-

all health and may be more im-

portant than you realize.  Every-

one’s mouth teems with bacte-

ria, most of them harmless.  

Normally the body’s natural de-

fenses and good oral health care, such as daily brushing, 

can keep bacteria under control.  However, harmful bac-

teria can grow out of control, causing oral infections and 

making it easier for bacteria to enter your bloodstream. 

An every six months, or at least 

annual, visit to the dentist is a good 

health habit, just as your annual 

physical exam.  I’m not fond of  

dental hygienist’s plaque reduction 

techniques, but, when it’s done, my 

teeth feel great. We wouldn’t let 

cooking pots and pans go for days without cleaning, 

and we shouldn’t ignore our teeth, the last point of 

food preparation before it reaches our stomachs! 

 Mayo Clinic has tooth care recommendations: 

Brush at least twice a day - Brush and don’t 

rush.  Take enough time to do a thorough job. 

Use the proper equipment - Use a fluoride 

toothpaste and a soft bristled toothbrush.  An 

electric toothbrush is great if you have arthritis 

or difficulty brushing effectively. 

Practice good technique - Hold the toothbrush 

at a slight angle against teeth and brush with 

short back-and-forth motions.  Remember to 

brush the inside and chewing surfaces as well 

as your tongue.  Avoid vigorous or harsh 

scrubbing. 

Keep your equipment clean - Always rinse your 

toothbrush with water after brushing.  Store it 

in an upright position and allow it to air dry. 

Don’t routinely cover or store toothbrushes in 

closed containers which can encourage a 

growth of bacteria. 

Know when to replace your 

toothbrush - Invest in a new 

toothbrush every three to  

four months or sooner if the     

bristles become frayed. 

“Take care of your teeth” and  remember to build  

faith – both are good for your health.

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Mini-Moments in Christian Biography By Al Fiskness 

MOTHER TERESA 

Mother Teresa (1910-1997) was 

born Agnes Gonxha Bojaxhiu of 

Albanian ancestry in what is today 

the Republic of Macedonia.  Her 

father died when she was seven 

years old.  Much of her young life was centered in the 

church, and as a child she was fascinated by stories of 

missionaries.  

It is not surprising that at age 18 she decided to join a 

religious order, the Sisters of Loreto in Ireland.  She 

was given the name "Sister Mary Teresa" and 

was sent to teach at St. Mary's High School for 

Girls in Calcutta, India.  Here she began an   

enjoyable career as instructor of history and 

geography. 

Mother Teresa, while riding a train to attend a 

conference in 1946, received her inspiration to 

establish a religious community dedicated to 

minister to the "poorest of the poor."  Within 

two years,  she received permission to begin 

this ministry.   Donning a white, blue-bordered sari, she 

left her beloved Loreto convent to enter the "world of 

the poor."  

After taking a short course on medical services, she 

began her new ministry by teaching the children in the 

slums.  Even though she lacked school materials and 

equipment, she cleverly used what she had such as writ-

ing in the dirt.  She attempted to give the children of 

the poor a degree of literacy and teach them about  

basic hygiene.  She visited families, washed the sores of 

children, and gave care to the elderly. 

A movement began to emerge as young women volun-

teered their services.  They became the core of the 

organization called "Missionaries of Charity‖ which  

established homes for the dying, care and teaching of 

orphans and care of the elderly and those suffering 

from leprosy.  Mother Teresa continued  her ministry 

until shortly before her death.  

Despite the fact that she had some critics, she received 

honors too numerous to mention, including the distin-

guished Nobel Peace Prize in 1979.   She said 

her ministry was that of being ―God’s pencil - a 

tiny bit of a pencil with which he writes what 

he likes.‖  

 Mother Teresa, like others, experienced 

doubts and struggles concerning her work and 

faith.  This was discovered in her private notes 

after her death where she mentioned the inner 

pain as ―the darkness . . . the painful night of 

her soul.‖ 

Pope John Paul II was asked where Mother Teresa 

found the strength and perseverance to give herself 

completely to the service of others.  He said the an-

swer was in ―her meditation upon Christ as to the 

source of her strength and guidance.‖  In 2003, Pope 

John Paul beatified Mother Teresa, the final stage on 

the journey to sainthood and gave her the title 

―Blessed Teresa of Calcutta.‖
