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As Historian | have access to all the primary history of the MTP and hope in the coming
issues to share some of the stories, announcements, speeches and newspaper articles
that reflect our progress. Unless otherwise stated all of these will be from handwritten
letters or old written or typed records that are the only copy that we know exists.

March is “Women’s History Month”, so notice the reference to the progress of women’s
rights and situation in our own MTP history. This is an invitation to join MTP as it was
sent out in December of 1898:

Presuming that you were a resident of Minnesota prior to the admission of the state into the Union,
May 11, 1858, and would like to become a member of the Territorial Pioneers’ Association, | take
the liberty to enclose a blank to fill out and return to me with the membership fee of one dollar, on
receipt of which a certificate of membership, badge and button will be forwarded to you, and your
name placed on the roll of members.

Women now living, who were residents of Minnesota prior to May 11,1858, and wives of members,
without regard to date of their arrival in Minnesota, are declared honorary members and will be
given certificate of membership, badge and button upon payment of the fee. In space for remarks,
a man’s business and official position should be mentioned, giving dates, something like the
following: Have been Farmer, Manufacturer, Mechanic, Governor, Judge of the supreme, District or
Probate Court, Member of Congress or Legislature, Lawyer, Post-Master, Army, Navy, County,
City or Town office, as the case may be, when and to whom married: if a veteran, give company,
regiment, date of enlistment and muster out. Widows could mention important events of their
husband’s lives, date of death,&c, as well as interesting events of their own lives.

Dates should be as nearly correct as possible, as the records are to be deposited with the State
Historical Society. The wife’s name should appear in the same column as the husband'’s.
