The Town Board met with City of Aurora officials to discuss the recently vacated Houskeeping/Cleaner position for the Town of White.  Historically, the Town has paid for the position and the City has paid for the cleaning supplies.  This arrangement for the cleaning position has been in place since the early 60’s.  The history of this position is a result of a resolution in place since June 19, 1909 when the Town paid for 20% of the construction of the City/Town Hall in exchange for two offices and water, light and heat to be paid by the City.  Due to increased costs, in the early 60’s the Town and City agreed to this arrangement for cleaning of the building.  In addition to the cleaning position, the Town has paid for its 20% share of any remodeling or upgrades to the building historically.  The City of Aurora has historically paid for the cleaning supplies.  
The parties agreed the position is the Town’s and the elected officials of the Town will decide how to fill the position.  The City will continue to bill the Town for the 20% share of any future improvements, repairs, or upgrades to the building.  The parties agreed a daytime position would be more beneficial.  The parties also discussed the pairing and sharing between the City/Town and discussed a recent purchase of a blacktop trailer by the City.  The Town is in need of a new trailer also.  The parties discussed the Ambulance/EMT agreement with the City of Hoyt Lakes and upcoming grant opportunities.  
IT WAS MOVED BY KIPPLEY, SUPPORTED BY ANTTILA TO APPROVE THE CONTRIBUTION OF MONIES TOWARDS THE PURCHASE OF THE BLACKTOP TRAILER ESTIMATED AT $28,000 TO BE SPLIT BETWEEN THE CITY OF HOYT LAKES, THE CITY OF AURORA, AND THE TOWN OF WHITE.  MOTION CARRIED
