We are reading the Apostolic Letter, Firma in Traditioneu, 1974, by Pope Paul VI. Last week
we read how this tradition is a holy and good practice of the Church. But we need to look at the
progression of this letter.

However, the passage of time and

changes in human society render morally impossible the complete fulfillment of obliga-

tionsé.

You might ask why the regulation of Mass Stipends should be grave and delicate. These sti-

pends involve tradition, the emotions of the faithful, the holiness of charity, the needs of the

Church, and the needs of the priests and bishops. Such elements make almost any matter grave

and delicate. Another reason could be that the people who abused this holy tradition would now

be prevented from doing so. As the stipend which sustains the priest and bishop becomes a sal-

ary from the contributions of the parishioners, then the money and other offerings made for the
intentions of the Mass no longer become a primary or even secondary needed source of income

for the priest and bishop. Clearly, new regulations become necessary. The Second Vatican

Council anticipated this new change in the  Decree on the Ministry and Life of Priests , put forth

by Pope Paul VI on 07 December 1965: OFord t he
