Only members that are paid up for the
current year will be given access to ALAMIS.

All full access
applications have been reviewed and updated at this point so if you have followed all
the directions and completed the training and still don’t have full access, your
membership chairman and team will find out what is going on and let you know.

2. Transmittals — Please, please, please - Only send one transmittal sheet per envelope.
Each transmittal has 25 lines per sheet and you can mark renewal, new, rejoin on the
transmittal; you do not need to split them but please make sure you are marking the
appropriate year.
