Trek® is a 3 year middle school curriculum.  This 
program challenges students to wrestle with the 
three most important questions they're asking in 
middle school: 
 

 Who am I? 

 Why am I here? 

 Who’s with me? 
 
By allowing student to dive deep into Scriptures 
and answer these questions for themselves we 
allow them to own their faith and discover what 
they actually believe. 
 
Trek challenges middle school students to 
consider their destiny in Christ and pursue it 
through life application of God’s Word.

Journey® establishes high school students as 
lifelong disciples through a deep study of God’s 
Word, mobilizing them to live with godly 
perspective and evident faith. 
 
Journey’s core curriculum is comprised of: 
 

 Faith Foundation – starter booklet 
presenting the story of God’s salvation 
plan so high school students learn the 
gospel message clearly from the 
beginning. 

 Bible Studies – 10 books of 12 lessons 
each featuring an in-depth Bible Study, 
Scripture memory, and applications for 
growth. 

 
Each student chooses 2 books from the 10 to 
study and complete each year. 
 
One of the requirements for a Journey student is 
to read the entire Bible.  AWANA divided the 
Bible into four fairly equal groupings of books 
(from the Old and New Testaments) so that 
during each year, students are covering different 
time periods.
