[image: image1.png]Consumers Energy Summer Peak Rate There is a new electric rate, called the
summer peak rate, that will be charged by Consumers Energy. This new rate is
only charged between the hours of 2:00 and 7:00 p.m. Monday through Friday and
is in effect from June 1 through September 30 each year. This is the time when
energy use and the cost of energy is at the highest. If you don't make any changes
to your energy use, most people will see less than a $2/month increase to their
summer bills. By making some simple changes, such as doing your laundry on the
weekends and doing the dishes in the morning, there will not be much increase in ‘
your bill. This change is a way to assist in the clean energy fransformation
sweeping the country by reducing the demand for electricity and avoiding the
need fo build new power plants. You have more control over your
electricity use and monthly bill. If you find yourself needing
assistance with your energy bill, the Consumers Affordable Resource
for Energy (CARE) Program may be able to help.

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In Junes Pastor’s Corner I addressed the question, “How did we get here?” This month I would like to address what do we now as it appears the evil one is even more determined to cause even more division in the world and inside the Body of Christ itself. The Body of Christ has faced the forces of division from its very beginnings in the book of Acts. As the Gospel message was spread through out the Greco Roman world after new churches were started once the Apostles left the evil one would come in and spread division through various methods.


In 1 Corinthians 1:10-12 we read, 10 I appeal to you, brothers and sisters, in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, that all of you agree with one another in what you say and that there be no divisions among you, but that you be perfectly united in mind and thought. 11 My brothers and sisters, some from Chloe’s household have informed me that there are quarrels among you. 12 What I mean is this: One of you says, “I follow Paul”; another, “I follow Apollos”; another, “I follow Cephas (Peter)”; still another, “I follow Christ.” The earliest division is over pastoral preaching and teachings, and it did not stop there, in 2 Corinthians 11:3-4 Paul writes, 3 But I am afraid that just as Eve was deceived by the serpent’s cunning, your minds may somehow be led astray from your sincere and pure devotion to Christ. 4 For if someone comes to you and preaches a Jesus other than the Jesus we preached, or if you receive a different spirit from the Spirit you received, or a different gospel from the one you accepted, you put up with it easily enough.

We need to be on our guard when some new teaching is presented telling us who Christ is or what is essential for us to follow as disciples of Jesus Christ, otherwise we may end up like our brothers and sisters in First and Second Corinthians following the Jesus of the world’s creation and not the Jesus who God reveals to us in the scriptures. In the parable of the Rich Man and Lazarus in Luke 16:19-31 in verse 29 Abraham replies to the Ruch Man’s demand that Lazarus go and warn his brothers so they can avoid hell, “They have Moses and the Prophets; let them listen to them.” I say to you, we have Moses and the Prophets along with Jesus revealed in the Gospels and the Epistles, lets listen to them whenever we are presented with a new teaching about Jesus or a new requirement for discipleship and ask this question, where is the Jesus that is revealed in this new teaching or requirement of discipleship found in the scriptures that God has given to us.
