General Information
1. If your registration fee does not accompany your registration form, you will not be considered
registered. You must be registered in order to take classes. The Sunday Banquet is included in

the registration fee.

2. The cost of each class consists of the following two (2) fees:

(1) Class Fee: 4-hour class: $13 members $14 non-members
6-hour class: $19 members $20 non-members
(2) Project Fee: Amount listed under class selected.

This fee includes paint, surface picture, pattern and Instructions. This fee is
paid directly to the teacher. Make checks payable to the teacher.

3. In selecting classes, use the following guidelines:
