
GENERAL CHANGES: 
 

1. The Fair Book now includes a tear-out 
section in the middle of the book that 
highlights the daily fair schedule; map of 
the fairgrounds; Livestock, Non-
Livestock & Commercial release info for 
Saturday night; and Fair Office contact 
info and hours. 

 

2. Grandstand event days have changed 
this year (i.e. Tractor Pulls Tue. and 
Wed.), so please look closely at the 
(tear-out) schedule on page 44, so you 
know what is happening each day. 

 

3. SCFA is offering a new Grandstand   
Super Pass for $45.00. The Grandstand 
Super Pass will include the following: 
¶ One (1) Season Pass - good for one 
(1) daily admission/punch to the fair & 
¶ One (1) admission to all Grandstand 
Events Tuesday through Saturday 
night 
¶ Offer expires 07/25/2021 @ 3:30 pm. 

 

4. Entries (paper or online) and payments 
for all Livestock and Non-Livestock  
classes (not Horse) must be received 
in the Fair Office (NOT POSTMARKED) 
by 4 pm on July 1. All entries and/or         
payments submitted after the deadline, 
from July 2 - July 19, will be accepted, if 
space allows; however, entry fees will 
double per class for all departments. 
NO NEW REGISTRATIONS WILL BE 
ALLOWED AFTER JULY 19. Please 
see specific departments for full rules. 

 

 

5. Substitutions will no longer be        
allowed. If you register a livestock     
animal or non-livestock item in the 
wrong class, it must be entered into the 
correct class as a new entry if you want 
to exhibit it. If the new entry is after the 
registration deadline of July 1, you will 
be charged the higher entry fee. If it is 
registered after July 19, including day of 
show, you will be allowed to exhibit, but 
no premium(s) will be paid for that      
animal or item. See Rule #3 above.   
Entry will be allowed and premium(s) 
paid if error was made by Office staff. 

 

6. Fair Entry forms must be signed by a 
parent/legal guardian for exhibitors     
under 18 years of age. Forms will be 
held (un-entered) until signed. If not 
signed by July 1, Rule #3 above will   
apply. 

 

7. ALL EXHIBITORS will be allowed only 
one (1) Exhibitor Ticket. Helper tickets 
are no longer available; however,     
Season Passes will be available for  
purchase on the Livestock, Non-
Livestock and Horse Registration Form. 

 

8. IL STATE RULE 260.95: All Junior 
Open classes are now open to boys/

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and not yet 21 years of age on or before 
September 1, 2020. See complete rule at 
beginning of each Jr. Open department. 
 
PREMIUM CHECK CHANGES: 
 

1. Social Security #s will no longer be     
requested on Fair Entry Forms or on 
FairEntry.com.  Numbers will only be  
requested if an exhibitorôs premiums  
total $600 or more. In which case, the 
check(s) will be held and the individual 
will need to come to the Fair Office and 
fill out a W-9 form with his/her social   
security number. The exhibitor will      
receive a 1099 Form at the end of the 
year for IRS reporting. This does not 
include Livestock Auction payments     
received by exhibitors. 

 

2. Premium checks are only valid for 90 
days after  issue date, so it  is very     
important they are cashed as soon as 
possible to avoid loss of premiums. 
Checks not cashed after the 90-day 
deadline WILL NOT be reissued. 

 
LIVESTOCK CHANGES: 
 

1. No personal, motorized vehicles (i.e. 
ATVôs, golf carts, lawn mowers, etc.) 
will be permitted on the grounds. 

 

2. The Fair Book will include two (2) tear-out 
Livestock Entry Forms in the middle of the 
book. Copies can be made if more forms 
are needed. 

 

3. There is a new Entry Form specifically for 
the Boer Goat show. Please make sure 
you fill out the correct form, if exhibiting in 
that show. Livestock exhibitors will be     
allowed to remove an animal early from 
the fair only for the purpose of attending 
another livestock show. See complete   
guidelines on the Livestock Entry Form 
(pages 39/49). 

 

4. All livestock will be released no earlier 
than 30 minutes AFTER the start of the 
Tough Truck Challenge/Lawnmower   
Races on Saturday, July 31 (~6:30 pm). 

Any livestock trailers on the grounds      
before that time will result in forfeiture of 
premium check(s) for that individual and 
family. 

 
NON-LIVESTOCK CHANGES: 
 

1. The Fair Book will include two (2) tear-out 
Non-Livestock Entry Forms in the middle 
of the book. Copies can be made if more 
forms are needed. 

 

2. All Non-Livestock Department O and    
Department P classes now have a $0.50 
fee/entry, the same as all other             
Non-Livestock departments. Please see 
note #2 for Department P (page 81). 

 

3. New classes, including Recycled/
Repurposed, have been added and are 
indicated with an asterisk (*) throughout 
the Non-Livestock section. 

 

4. Canned Goods Classes: Judges will open 
jars and canned goods WILL BE      
TASTED. See complete guidelines (rule
