Other Kiwanis Projects: We offer our time and talents to community projects throughout the year, 
such as helping maintain the three Kiwanis Parks in Anacortes, participating in the Fourth of July 
Parade, or helping with Kids-R-Best Fest. The Club also supports Key Club at the high school, 
Builders’ Club at the middle school, K-Kids at the elementary level, Aktion Club for individuals with 
special needs, and most recently, Momentia Club for individuals with dementia and their family and 
care givers.
