The Pattern of Evangelism
John 4:1-30
The word evangelism comes from the same Greek word we translate as the Gospel. The root word literally means messenger. 
It is undeniable that God exists. The news that we have to bring is that He not only exists, He loves.
John 4:1-30
Evangelism is personally passing the good news of Jesus Christ from your mouth to someone else’s ear. 
The Pattern of Evangelism:
1) You must be intentional.
2) You must be determined.
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3) You must be flexible.
The Gospel has to be contextualized to each person in the context of an individual relationship.
4) You must be bold.
We love to present the Savior, but we don’t want to show people why they need Him.
5) You must be focused.
6) You must be clear.
Instead of Always Be Closing—let’s say, Always Be Clear.
Jesus demands to be our Lord. Not just our Savior. Make that clear.
When was the last time you introduced someone to Jesus?
When Jesus saves you, He tells you to spread the good news of who He is. That is a command, it’s not an option.
When a Christian is out of the will of God, it’s time to repent.
