From our Pacific coast, the western arm will cross 
the Rocky Mountains and Great Plains. Named 
after the “Apostle of California,” this is the longest 
and most challenging route covering over 2,200 
miles!

The Mass begins with an entrance antiphon or a 

hymn. The priest then reverences the altar with a bow 

and kiss. This is done because the altar is not 

merely a table. The altar is Christ standing 

sacramentally in the midst of His people. 

 

The priest then makes the Sign of the Cross, greeting 

the people in words from Sacred Scripture.  The 

priest says, “The Lord be with you,” and we the 

people respond: “and with your spirit.” This is actually 

a profound theological statement.   

 

We are praying for the soul of the ordained priest who 

we believe has been configured, through Holy Orders 

and the power of the Holy Spirit, to Christ in a special 

way.  When we say, “and with your spirit,” we are 

not simply wishing him well. We acknowledge his 

priestly soul and the fact that he is acting in the 

Person of Christ.
