and even mysterious, and I can’t even hold a baby.

In Exodus chapter 2, we find the birth of Moses, the greatest leader of Israel history. The Israelites were
slaves in Egypt Empire, and the Emperor issued an imperial order to kill all Israelites newborn boys, but Moses’
mom couldn’t do it. It says, “She saw that he was a fine baby.” Another translation says “He (Moses) was beautiful

and handsome,” so his mom could not let her son get killed by the Emperor’s order.

In this sentence, “fine” or “beautiful and handsome™ is 2 °3/Ki Tov/ in Hebrew. It is not a good translation.
Actually, we can’t find a perfect language for 210 °3/Ki Tov/, because it is a mixture of feelings and emotions when
you see your newborn child or grandchild for the first time. Do you remember how you felt when you saw your
newborn child or grandchild? Can you describe in our human language how the precious child appeared to you and
meant to you at the moment? I have only had indirect experiences, since I don’t have a child, but I don’t think

nobody can do that. That mixed and overwhelming feeling and emotion are / 21 *3Ki Tov/.

And we find 210 °3/Ki Tov/ in another part of the Bible. It’s in the Creation story in the Book of Genesis.
God created the Earth, and the universe, and all creatures in it, and God said “good.” And God finally created a
human being Adam, and God said: “It is so good.” Here “so good” is 210 °5/Ki Tov/. When God created a human
being and saw Adam for the first time, that was how God was feeling. God was overwhelmed with joy because
human beings - you and I - are so precious, profound, and even mysterious. That was what God was feeling at the

moment.

We human beings often forget who we are as a precious child of God, Ki Tov child of God. In life, we have
lost the precious image of God by thoughts, words, making a wrong decision, and doing. And Lenten season is our
journey for us to do self-examination and claim who we are as God’s Ki Tov child. And the Easter is the monument
work of God to prove that God loves us so much, so that God gave us Jesus Christ and initiated restoration and
reconciliation of our relationship with God and other fellow Ki Tov children of God. Let us not forget God’s claim,

“You are my Ki Tov child. I'm so pleased to see you.” Amen.
