OLSS HEALTH POLICIES:

With cold and flu season upon us, we would like to
remind parents of our health policies. Following
these health rules will reduce the risk of spreading
illness to others.

» While sick, a person is contagious at least 24 hours
before becoming symptomatic, and at least 24
hours after symptoms of a virus. Children who
come to school while ill, and return to school too
soon after being ill, put all children and staff at
risk of catching illness.

If your child has had a fever, vomiting, and/or
diarrhea, please keep them home during, and for
at least 24 hours after their symptoms have
subsided.

Students must be fever-free without the use of
medications for 24 hours before returning to
school.

Students may not bring any medication to school.
If medication (including over-the-counter) must be
administered during the school day, a Student
Medication Authorization form must be completed
by a physician, signed by a parent, and submitted
to the School Office with the medication.
