vealed to us by His Spirit, and yet so grand, so
glcl'ious and so wonderful that it is a hidden
mystery which all the wisdom of this world can
not comprehend or fathom.

But God has chosen the foolish things of
the world to confound the wise: and God has
chosen the weak things of the world to confound
the things which are mighty.

And base things of the world, and things
which are despised, hath God chosen, yea, and
things which are not, to bring to naught thing;:;
that are:

That no flesh should glory in His presence. 1
Cor. 1 :27-29.

Jesus said, (John 15:16) Ye have not chosen
me, but I have chosen you. By the Holy Spirit,
He shows us the way, and leads us to Calvan°.
The simple shepherds would not have found the
Christ, had not the angels told them how to find
Him.

Neither could the wise men find the Christ.
unless the Lord had guided them by the star ill

the east which went before them till it cam'~
and stood over where the Child was.

How many wise men today would like to
know the truth, but are seeking it in their own
way and are groping in darkness and despair,
instead of looking up for the Star of Hope. Shall
we not let the Holy Spirit lead us to Christ, The
Way, 'The Truth and The Light.

Indeed, we do not even know we are in dark-
ness, lo,st in sin, until the Holy Spirit. the
Search-light of heaven, is turned u"t'onour souls.
With conviction on our lives we can then see
ourselves in God's light as He sees us, and we
feel our lost and undone condition, and the ex-
ceeding sinfulness of sin.

The natUral man receiveth not the things of
the Spirit of God: for they are foolishne.ss unto
him: neither can he know them, because thCJ'/
are spiritually discerned. I t'. 2 :14.

So then to expect a sinner to accept Chl:is(
when the Spirit is not convicting him, is likE.
asking a blind man to see the bright sunshine
and admire the beauties of nature around him
when all to him is but total darkness.

Jesus said, (John 16:8.) When he (the Com-
forter) is come, he will reprove the world of sin,
and of righteousness, and of judgment.

To open their eyes, and to turn them from
darkness to light, and from the power of Satan
unto God, that they may receive forgiveness of
oins, and inheritance among them which are
sanctified by faith that is in me. Acts 26 :18.

What a radical change takes place: from
darkness to light! Turned from sin and the pow-
er of satan, unto God, being partaker of His di-
vine nature and true holiness.

You may have heard people say that they did
not see any difference between the sinner and
professor. Perhaps there is not much differ-
ence in some church members, but if even a
sinner looks sincerely at the life of a real child
of God, I am sure they they can discern the dif-
ference.

CONVICTION. The first instance we have
of conviction or knowledge of sin, is after
Adam and Eve had disobeyed and eaten of the
forbidden fruit. Gen. 3 :8. And they heard the
voice of the Lord God walking in the garden in
the co.ol of the day and Adam and his wife hid
themselves from the presence of the Lord God
amongst the trees of the garden. 9. And the
Lord God called nnto Adam, and said unto him,
Where art thou? 10. And he said, I heard thy
voice in the garden, and I was afraid, because I
was naked: and I hid myself.

I wonder if there is one who reads this who
is in the same condition? Do you heal' the voice
of God calling, Where are thou? Are you seek-
ing to hide from His presence? This is impos-
sible, for (Proverbs 15 :3). The eyes of the Lord
are in eyery place, beholding the evil and the
good. If we will confess our lost condition, God
is merciful.

We fear that the way repentance is taught
today, that it does not always go deep enough
into the heart to make the change in the life
that it should, but we see by the above Scrip-
tures, that a real Bible conviction and repent-
ence will cause men everyone to "turn from his
('vil way, and from th Violen<;e that is in their

hands," and to obey the command to "bring-
forth fruits meet (suitable, fit) for repentance,"
thus ceasing to commit wilful and known sins.
If our children would tell us they were sorry for
some meanness they had done, and the next day
do the .same thing again, we would have reason
to believe they were not very sorry. So we must
prove our ,repentance to our heavenly Father by
turning away from sin, with loathing and dis-
gust, and He will graciously pardon. Truly it is
"the goodness of God," that leadeth us to re-
pentance. When Zacchaeus stood before the
Lord, he immediately began to promise to make
rE.',stitution. This is ve,ry necessary, as the blood
of Jesus does not blot out any sins that we can
make right.

This was another working of the Lord in
clearing up the title of the Jews. Lot separated
from Abraham, after he did so and the flocks
and herds increased, the Lord renewed the cov-
enant with Abraham, he had preference with
him over Lot. After this covenant the Lord
made another one.

Gen 17; 7, 8 And I will establish my coven-
ant between me and thee and thy seed after
thee in their generations for an everlasting
covenant, to be a God unto thee and to thy seed
after thee. And I will give unto thee, and to
thy seed after thee the land wherein thou art a
stranger, all the land of Canaan, for an everlast-
ing possession; and I will be their God.

We must get God's basis of promise for the
Jew as sole heir to Palestine in order to find
out the purpo,se and plan of the Jew in the ftt-
ture. These promises hold good for time and
eternity, in order that the promise of Abraham
migh t be fulfilled.

Gen. 17: 19, 20, 21, "And God said, Sarah
thy wife shall bear thee a son indeed; and thou
shalt call hi>, name Isaac; and I will establish
my covenant with him for an everlasting coven-
ant and with his seed after him. And as for
Ishmael, I have heard thee; Behold, I have
blessed him and will make him fruitful, and
will mulU,ply him exceedingly; twelve princes
shall he beg-at; and I will make him a great na-
tion. But my covenant will I establish with
Isaac which Sarah shall bear unto thee at this
set time in the next year. And he left off talk-
ing with him, and God went up from Abraham.
And Abraham took Ishmael his ,son and all that
were born in his house, and all that were
bought with his money, every, male among the
men of Abraham's house; and circumcised the
flesh of their foreskin in the selfsame day, as
God has said unto him."

Gen. 21 : 9 to 21. Gen. 25: 5, 6. God witnessed
the covenant with Abraham, Isaac and Jacob.
Isaac was left alone that he might be a partak-
e,r. Abraham disposed of his other set of chil-
dren that Isaac might be sole heir to promises.
And Abraham gave all that he had unto Isaac."

Gen. 26, 3, 4, God renewed covenant with
Isaac. "Sojourn in this land and I will be with
thee, and will bless thee; for unto thee, and un-
to thy seed, I will give all these countries, and
I will perform the oath which I sware unto Ab-
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raham thy father; and Iwill make thy seed to
multiply as the stars of heaven, and will give
unto they seed all these countries; and in thy
seed shall all the nations of the earth be bles-
sed.

Gen. 28: 13, 14 God makes a covenant with
Jacob." And behold the Lord stood above it and
said, I am the 'Lord God ,ofAbraham thy father
an{l the God of Isaac, the land whereon thou
liest to thee will I give it, and to thy seed. And
thy seed ,shall be as the dust of the earth, and
thou shalt spread abroad to the west, and to the
east, and to the north, and to the south; and in
thee and in thy seed shall all the families of the
earth be blessed."

God dealt with three separate individualities.
He renewed His promise. This was the original
deed to the land of Palestine, no other nation
can claim the land as their own.

When Moses became the leader of the peop-
le, they traveled 40 years in the wilderness.
There came a great split into the united king-
dom of Israel, and only the tribe of Judah was
left out of the 12. 2 Kings 17: 18." Therefore
the Lord was very angry with Israel and l'e-
moved them out of his sight. There was none
left but the tribe of Judah only. They remained
in Palestine until the yea.r 606 B. C. and were
taken captive by Nebchad; they were captive
70 years. Jer. 25: 11.

Jesus was a full blood Jew of the tribe of
Judah. They never married or intermarried into
strange nations. Judah l'emained in Palestine
to fulfill prophecy. Jesus is the seed of Abra-
ham. We, as Christians who believe in Him, are
elected unto grace and are become the children
of Abraham by faith. We are bone of His bone,
flesh of His flesh and heirs of all the promises
made to Abraham. And all the way down those
promises are fulfilled in Abraham, these prom-
ises are fulfilled in Christ and we are heirs to
all things.

There is a dividing line between literal and
spiritual Israel. Literal Israel remains the same,
but we and all converted people are spiritual
Israel. In Luke 21st, we have the parable of the
fig tree which is a type of the Jews going back
to Jerusalem. The tribe of Judah was scatter-
ed. When the Jews rejected Jesus in A. D. 70
they were led away captive into all nation. But
at the present time the last census of the Jews
read that there were eighteen million Jews over
two million of them in New York City. Two hun-
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dred and fifty thousand of them have been
converted to Christianity. There is the great-
est .success right now in preaching Jesus Christ

"to the Jews than there has ever been at any
"time.

In Rev. 12th chapter we have the church
and Ithe man child. There are two Man Childs
mentioned in the Bible, the other is found in
Isa. 66 :7, and is speaking of the city of Jer-
nsalem as the mother of the man child the e
tribes of Is·rael. There are two different groups
of 144,000 mentioned in the Bible. Rev. 14:1 to
5. These are the ransomed of the Lord who re-
turn with Christ to Mt. Zion and follow th~

000 mentioned in Rev. 7 a·re of the twelve tribes
of Israel to be sealed in their forehead, the
angel of the Lord will seal them. The elect or
remnant who go back to Palestine will possess
Palestine at the descent of the Lord and enter
into the Millennium in a fleshly human state.
The other 144,000 l'eturn in an immortalized
state. There are two classes of people, fleshly
and spiritual. The spiritual reign over the
others.

Great persecution will come to the Jews at
this time. The nations are now seeking favor of
the Jews. Russia is offering colonies to the
Jews; [~)ain has officially proclaimed to the
world a special invitation to the Jews to come
to Spain to make their home there; Brazil i3
also the home of the Jew, and also the U. S.
When the ten toed kingdom of Daniel is set up
there will be great persecution of the Jews,
they will never go back to their land until
driven back. The Lord will put a sword behiul\
them and drive them back. There are now l/~

million of Jews in Roumania and Poland on the
verge of ,stal'vation. Palestine has 173.000 JeW;3.
There is no labor shortage there. This is a re-
markable condition as world wide the·re is labor
shortage. In the U. S. there is 6 or 7 million,
in Italy 1 million and 10 million in Europe. Th2
upheavel is coming to drive the Jew back to
Palestine and Palestine is getting in a condition

to receive all of them. She can obtain enougil
food stuffs to take care of the ten tribes and
Judah as well. The Jews are not going back to
accept Christ but for nationalism. In Rev. 7 :2,
3, 4, the servants of God were sealed in their
foreheads out of the 12 tribes of Isreal. They
C'..resealed to escape the tribulation. We are
scaled with the Holy Ghost and have the priv-
ilege of going into redemptitm to escape tribula-
tion. There is one class left on the earth during
tribulation, the 12 tribes of Isreal. Those ready
for redemption go up in the rapture, those in
the bride class go into the wilderness. At this
time the plagues come upon the earth, but the?
will not hurt the 12 tribes of Isreal. They will
be in Jerusalem at the descent of Christ. At
this time the nations will turn against the Jews,
and oust them with the sword. The Jews then
pray the prayer that brings Christ back to earth
again. In Zech 12:8 The Lord defends Jerusalem.
The battle of Armageddon is the last battle to
be fought at the closing of the age.
