▪  If then you have been raised with Christ, seek the things that are above, where 
Christ is, seated at the right hand of God. 2 Set your minds on things that are 
above, not on things that are on earth. 3 For you have died, and your life is 
hidden with Christ in God. 4 When Christ who is your[a] life appears, then you 
also will appear with him in glory.5 Put to death therefore what is earthly in 
you:[b] sexual immorality, impurity, passion, evil desire, and covetousness, which 
is idolatry. 6 On account of these the wrath of God is coming.[c] 7 In these you 
too once walked, when you were living in them. 8 But now you must put them all 
away: anger, wrath, malice, slander, and obscene talk from your mouth. 9 Do not 
lie to one another, seeing that you have put off the old self[d] with its practices 
10 and have put on the new self, which is being renewed in knowledge after the 
image of its creator. 11 Here there is not Greek and Jew, circumcised and 
uncircumcised, barbarian, Scythian, slave,[e] free; but Christ is all, and in all. 12 
Put on then, as God's chosen ones, holy and beloved, compassionate hearts, 
kindness, humility, meekness, and patience, 13 bearing with one another and, if 
one has a complaint against another, forgiving each other; as the Lord has 
forgiven you, so you also must forgive. 14 And above all these put on love, which 
binds everything together in perfect harmony. 15 And let the peace of Christ rule 
in your hearts, to which indeed you were called in one body. And be thankful. 16 
Let the word of Christ dwell in you richly, teaching and admonishing one another 
in all wisdom, singing psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, with thankfulness in 
your hearts to God. 17 And whatever you do, in word or deed, do everything in 
the name of the Lord Jesus, giving thanks to God the Father through him. 18 
Wives, submit to your husbands, as is fitting in the Lord. 19 Husbands, love your 
wives, and do not be harsh with them. 20 Children, obey your parents in 
everything, for this pleases the Lord. 21 Fathers, do not provoke your children, 
lest they become discouraged. 22 Bondservants, obey in everything those who 
are your earthly masters,[f] not by way of eye-service, as people-pleasers, but 
with sincerity of heart, fearing the Lord. 23 Whatever you do, work heartily, as for 
the Lord and not for men, 24 knowing that from the Lord you will receive the 
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inheritance as your reward. You are serving the Lord Christ. 25 For the wrongdoer 
will be paid back for the wrong he has done, and there is no partiality.

o Titus 3:1-8 
▪ 3 Remind them to be submissive to rulers and authorities, to be obedient, to be 

ready for every good work, 2 to speak evil of no one, to avoid quarreling, to be 
gentle, and to show perfect courtesy toward all people. 3 For we ourselves were 
once foolish, disobedient, led astray, slaves to various passions and pleasures, 
passing our days in malice and envy, hated by others and hating one another. 4 
But when the goodness and loving kindness of God our Savior appeared, 5 he 
saved us, not because of works done by us in righteousness, but according to his 
own mercy, by the washing of regeneration and renewal of the Holy Spirit, 6 
whom he poured out on us richly through Jesus Christ our Savior, 7 so that being 
justified by his grace we might become heirs according to the hope of eternal life. 
8 The saying is trustworthy, and I want you to insist on these things, so that 
those who have believed in God may be careful to devote themselves to good 
works. These things are excellent and profitable for people. 

o 2 Corinthians 9:6-15 
▪ 6 The point is this: whoever sows sparingly will also reap sparingly, and whoever 

sows bountifully[a] will also reap bountifully. 7 Each one must give as he has 
decided in his heart, not reluctantly or under compulsion, for God loves a cheerful 
giver. 8 And God is able to make all grace abound to you, so that having all 
sufficiency[b] in all things at all times, you may abound in every good work. 9 As 
it is written, “He has distributed freely, he has given to the poor; his 
righteousness endures forever.” 10 He who supplies seed to the sower and bread 
for food will supply and multiply your seed for sowing and increase the harvest of 
your righteousness. 11 You will be enriched in every way to be generous in every 
way, which through us will produce thanksgiving to God. 12 For the ministry of 
this service is not only supplying the needs of the saints but is also overflowing in 
many thanksgivings to God. 13 By their approval of this service, they[c] will 
glorify God because of your submission that comes from your confession of the 
gospel of Christ, and the generosity of your contribution for them and for all 
others, 14 while they long for you and pray for you, because of the surpassing 
grace of God upon you. 15 Thanks be to God for his inexpressible gift! 
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o Psalm 116:12-14 

▪ 12What shall I render to the LORD

o Ephesians 4 
▪  I therefore, a prisoner for the Lord, urge you to walk in a manner worthy of the 

calling to which you have been called, 2 with all humility and gentleness, with 
patience, bearing with one another in love, 3 eager to maintain the unity of the 
Spirit in the bond of peace. 4 There is one body and one Spirit—just as you were 
called to the one hope that belongs to your call— 5 one Lord, one faith, one 
baptism, 6 one God and Father of all, who is over all and through all and in all. 7 
But grace was given to each one of us according to the measure of Christ's gift. 8 
Therefore it says, “When he ascended on high he led a host of captives, and he 
gave gifts to men.”[a]9 (In saying, “He ascended,” what does it mean but that he 
had also descended into the lower regions, the earth?[b] 10 He who descended is 
the one who also ascended far above all the heavens, that he might fill all things.) 
11 And he gave the apostles, the prophets, the evangelists, the shepherds[c] and 
teachers,[d] 12 to equip the saints for the work of ministry, for building up the 
body of Christ, 13 until we all attain to the unity of the faith and of the knowledge 
of the Son of God, to mature manhood,[e] to the measure of the stature of the 
fullness of Christ, 14 so that we may no longer be children, tossed to and fro by 
the waves and carried about by every wind of doctrine, by human cunning, by 
craftiness in deceitful schemes. 15 Rather, speaking the truth in love, we are to 
grow up in every way into him who is the head, into Christ, 16 from whom the 
whole body, joined and held together by every joint with which it is equipped, 
when each part is working properly, makes the body grow so that it builds itself 
up in love. 17 Now this I say and testify in the Lord, that you must no longer walk 
as the Gentiles do, in the futility of their minds. 18 They are darkened in their 
understanding, alienated from the life of God because of the ignorance that is in 
them, due to their hardness of heart. 19 They have become callous and have 
given themselves up to sensuality, greedy to practice every kind of impurity. 20 
But that is not the way you learned Christ!— 21 assuming that you have heard 
about him and were taught in him, as the truth is in Jesus, 22 to put off your old 
self,[f] which belongs to your former manner of life and is corrupt through 
deceitful desires, 23 and to be renewed in the spirit of your minds, 24 and to put 
on the new self, created after the likeness of God in true righteousness and 
holiness. 25 Therefore, having put away falsehood, let each one of you speak the 
truth with his neighbor, for we are members one of another. 26 Be angry and do 
not sin; do not let the sun go down on your anger, 27 and give no opportunity to 
the devil. 28 Let the thief no longer steal, but rather let him labor, doing honest 
work with his own hands, so that he may have something to share with anyone in 
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need. 29 Let no corrupting talk come out of your mouths, but only such as is 
good for building up, as fits the occasion, that it may give grace to those who 
hear. 30 And do not grieve the Holy Spirit of God, by whom you were sealed for 
the day of redemption. 31 Let all bitterness and wrath and anger and clamor and 
slander be put away from you, along with all malice. 32 Be kind to one another, 
tenderhearted, forgiving one another, as God in Christ forgave you. 

o 1 Peter 3:8-9 
▪ 8 Finally, all of you, have unity of mind, sympathy, brotherly love, a tender heart, 

and a humble mind. 9 Do not repay evil for evil or reviling for reviling, but on the 
contrary, bless, for to this you were called, that you may obtain a blessing. 

o 2 Peter 1:3-9 
▪ 3 His divine power has granted to us all things that pertain to life and godliness, 

through the knowledge of him who called us to[a] his own glory and excellence, 
[b] 4 by which he has granted to us his precious and very great promises, so that 
through them you may become partakers of the divine nature, having escaped 
from the corruption that is in the world because of sinful desire. 5 For this very 
reason, make every effort to supplement your faith with virtue,[c] and virtue with 
knowledge, 6 and knowledge with self-control, and self-control with 
steadfastness, and steadfastness with godliness, 7 and godliness with brotherly 
affection, and brotherly affection with love. 8 For if these qualities[d] are yours 
and are increasing, they keep you from being ineffective or unfruitful in the 
knowledge of our Lord Jesus Christ. 9 For whoever lacks these qualities is so 
nearsighted that he is blind, having forgotten that he was cleansed from his 
former sins. 

o Psalm 95:1-7 

▪ Oh come, let us sing to the LORD; 

    let us make a joyful noise to the rock of our salvation! 
2 Let us come into his presence with thanksgiving; 

    let us make a joyful noise to him with songs of praise! 
3 For the LORD is a great God, 

    and a great King above all gods. 
4 In his hand are the depths of the earth; 

    the heights of the mountains are his also. 
5 The sea is his, for he made it, 

    and his hands formed the dry land. 
6 Oh come, let us worship and bow down;
