
 

òAnd let us consider how to stir 
up one another to love and good 
works, not neglecting to meet to-
gether as is the habit of some, but 
encouraging one another, and all 
the more as you see the Day 
drawing near.ó--Hebrews 10:24 -25 
 

Can I let you in on some perennial 
conversations I have with people? One frequently comes up 
during premarital counseling, as part of one session I always 
include for us to talk about God. Generally speaking, I open the 
session by simply asking the couple to tell to one another what 
it is they believe.  More often than not, especially if they arenõt 
church folks, one or the other of them will at some point say, òI 
believe in God.ó  They may then qualify what they believe about 
God in one way or another, but that statement is the one I     
focus on. I remind them of what they had said, and then point 
out that James 2:19 tells us that the demons believe in God, 
tooébut that they tremble. We, on the other hand, say it very 
blandly, almost as if we are doing God a favor by choosing to 
believe in him! This leads to a conversation about the fact that 
simply òbelieving in God,ó isnõt enough to provide any kind of 
assurance of salvation.  
 

There is another statement that often comes up in those      
sessions and elsewhere  (one Iõm sure youõve heard, too). It has 
a number of variations, but generally sounds like this: òI donõt 
believe you have to go to church to be a Christian.ó Again, I 
think that is a statement worth challenging, even though it 
contains a kernel of truth. My response to that one goes  
something like this:  
 

òWell, thereõs truth to that. However, I wonder if it really 
makes sense. Suppose I told you that I was a fan of the 
Nebraska Cornhuskers, letõs play out a conversationéYou 
might then ask me how many games I made it to last 
year. òOh, none, I donõt go to the games, but Iõm a big 
fan.ó You continue, òOkay, I get that, you probably just 
watch on television or listen to the games on the radio.ó  
òNope, I donõt do either of those. Iõm a fan, but I donõt   
really watch the games.ó òOh, you must be one who reads 
about them in the papers and sports magazineséwhat 
did you think about their record last year?ó

òI donõt know, I donõt really keep up on that, Iõm just a fan is all.ó  You 
might then ask, òWell, okayéso who are your favorite players?ó  I      
reply, òI have no idea, I donõt really know who any of the coaches or 
players are, but Iõm a BIG fan!ó I suspect if you hadnõt already done so, 
by this point you would walk away shaking your head, wondering what 
in the world it means to me to òbe a Cornhuskers fanó when I am not 
even a part of the program in any way, shape or form. Can I really be a 
big Cornhuskers fan if Iõm not engaged? What does it mean to say I can 
be a Christian without being part of a church?ó 
 

Well, let me acknowledge, lest there be any misunderstanding, one becomes a 
Christian through personally committing oneõs life to Christ, and in so doing 
accepts his sacrifice for our sins on the cross receiving forgiveness and eternal 
life. And church isnõt everything, as someone once said, òBeing in church 
doesnõt make someone a Christian any more than being in a garage makes 
them a car!ó The key phrase, though, is òcommitting oneõs life to Christ.ó It 
makes no sense to give our hearts and lives to Jesus, and then think it is     
appropriate for us to be in charge and continue to live however we want.   
We come to God on HIS terms, not our own, including the issue of church.   
The church was Godõs idea, not mine. Godõs Word is what teaches us that we 
are not to forsake assembling together (Hebrews 10). Jesus didnõt say that  
upon the confession of faith he would build a bunch of individual believers, 
but that, òUpon this rock I will build my church !ó (Matthew 16) GODõS design is 
for believers to come together as a CHURCH.   
 

There is another fallacy in the comment, òI donõt have to go to church to be a 
Christian,ó or, as is often said, òI can still be a good Christian without going to 
church.ó This fallacy has to do with the self- centeredness of the statement.  
Several times in scripture we are told that we are part of the body of Christ, 
that each one has gifts, and one is an eye while another is an ear and that we 
are to be using our gifts to build one another up. So if there is a Christian out 
there who is not involved in a church, then that means they arenõt being    
obedient in using whatever spiritual gift God gives them to build up others in 
the body, because they are absent! It also means somewhere there is a church 
missing an eye or an ear, and somebody at that church who is missing out on 
the benefits of that personõs God ordained ministry. It isnõt just about whether 
YOU can be a Christian and get to heaven without going to church. It is also 
about whether you are fulfilling your role in the body of Christ and in the lives 
of your fellow believers, and whether you are following Christ the way Christ  
says we need to do it, rather than your own way. And in these things,           
ultimately, Iõm not the one such a person needs to convince; it is God they will 
have to explain their òbetter ideaó to when they meet him face to face.

Your best friends tell you that they are 
very troubled, because their child is going 
through a divorce and they are not sure 
they are going to get to see their       

grandchildren as much as they used to.  
What do you do? 

 

A friend or family member is experiencing 
divorce, and just does not seem to be 
themselves.  They mope around, seem to 
have lost their zest for life and you are 
worried for them.  How can you help? 

 

Divorce is one of those crisis moments in 
a personôs life in which that person can be 
drawn closer to God, or driven away by 
the adversity.  People in church are often 
agents one way or the other, and     

sometimes donôt even realize it.  Come 
and learn how to be the kind of person 
God can use to touch peopleôs lives when 
they are searching for hope during        
divorce and its aftermath. 

Granted, churches have problemsé 
and hypocriteséand can get off track 
ébut those things also apply to the 
òLone Rangeró Christian out there.  
How can such a person follow the 
command to love their fellow       
Christians, to forgive one another, to 
be forbearing of one another or to 
build one another up if that person  
isnõt around to do so?  You see, while 
technically true that you can be a 
Christian without going to church, it  
is not a scriptural perspective at all.   
In fact, I suspect if someone had asked 
Peter or Paul about it, they would have 
just looked back dumbfounded and 
asked, òWhat do you mean?  Thatõs 
part of what being a Christian is all 
about, thatõs part of how you do it?  
Don ôt you realize, you donõt HAVE to 
go to church to be a Christian, you  
GET to be part of the church BECAUSE 
you are a Christian!ó 
 

I have never forgotten a little soliloquy 
I heard many years ago from Roger 
Breland, leader of the group òTruth.ó  
At the end of his speech, he simply 
stated, òThe church with all of its 
problems, my friend, is still the best 
thing that ever happened to this old 
world.ó  Not only do you need to be 
part of a church, just as the         
Cornhuskers need fans to fill the 
stands with red and cheer the team 
on, Godõs church needs YOU  to be 
part of its ministryéand thatõs even 
better than being a Husker fan!!!
