Flag sites list 50 star at right, then 48, then in numerical order, then down to Betsy.

But the 50 star and all previous Official US Flags, ie: 48, 20 star, Betsy all are to be

,,.;‘,W'M at the same level. They all command the same respect as the 50 star.

Volume II, page 67 of the SAR Handbook (accessed by clicking on "Compatriots" at the
top of this web page, and then clicking on "SAR Handbook" on the dropdown menu),
states, on page 67: "The Flag of the United States of America should hold the position of
superior prominence when displayed from a staff in a church or public auditorium, in
Joined: 27 Sep 2009 advance of the audience and in the position of honor at the clergyman's or speaker's right
as he faces the audience. Any other flag so displayed should be placed on the left of the
clergyman or speaker or to the right of the audience."
