One of the big events for the Rocky Mountain Mustangers is the annual Rocky Mountain 

Mustang Roundup in Steamboat Springs. While many club members are veterans from years 

past, we have some newer members who may not be familiar with Steamboat Springs. Here are 

some tips and suggestions for things to do and see in the area. 

  

Local Eats 

You won’t find many chain restaurants in Steamboat Springs. You will find some amazing food 

if you know where to look. Here are my favorites: 

 

Winona’s on Lincoln Street, Downtown (Breakfast and 

Lunch): This place is the proverbial small diner with big 

portions big on flavor. They make an out-of-this-world 

gravy at Winona’s. Pour it over biscuits, potatoes or 

whatever you like. Do yourself a favor and get a cookie 

to go on your way out. Be aware Winona’s is popular 

and you may have to wait for a table inside or outside on 

the sidewalk. It’s worth it! 

 

Freshie’s at Lincoln and Trafalger (Breakfast and 

Lunch): Another small restaurant that delivers big and, as 

the name suggests, serves up fresh selections prepared 

expertly. Their corned beef hash is amazing!

Local Sights 

 

If you get some time away from Roundup events, wander through the Botanical Gardens just 

off Lincoln Street and Trafalger. Follow Trafalger until it ends, then go left onto Pamela Lane to 

a big park. You’ll find the entrance to the Botanical Gardens at the far end of the park. The 

Gardens have numerous trees, plant and flower varieties, water features and beautiful trails to 

explore. Children would especially like the Botanical Gardens. It’s free of charge.

Fish Creek Falls. From Lincoln Street, go east on 3
rd

, 

then right at Fish Creek Falls Road. Follow Fish 

Creek Falls Road until it ends. There is a $5.00 charge 

to park at the trail head. The trails to the falls are short 

and very easy. The overlook trail is completely paved. 

The trail to the base of the falls is pavement, then hard 

dirt. Bring your camera and enjoy some of Colorado’s 

finest scenery 

 

Steamboat Lake. It’s a 30 mile drive from Steamboat 

Springs, but the scenery is worth it. In past years, this 

route has been part of the Roundup Mountain tour. 

Typically, it ends at a roadside restaurant/general 

store. Venture a little further to Steamboat Lake. 

There is a $7.00 day use fee to drive down to the lake, 

but you can stop at the visitor center free of charge to 

get some great pictures of your pony with Hahn’s 

Peak and other scenery.

Steamboat Grand Hotel 

 

The Steamboat Grand hosts the 

Roundup. If you’ve never been 

there, you shouldn’t have any 

trouble finding it. This place is 

gigantic! In fact, it’s literally ¼ 

mile end to end. If your room is 

near the end, you’ll log some 

serious pedestrian miles just 

getting there and back.  

 

As a guest, you can park in the 

hotel’s underground lot which is a 

safe and secure area for your 

Mustang. There is an extra fee per 



 

day. There is also a small parking garage directly across the street which is less expensive. 

However, half the spaces at this garage are on the roof and exposed to the elements.  

 

If you’re visiting the Steamboat Grand to pick up your packet or for the awards ceremony, you 

can park free in a gravel lot beside the hotel. There is a series of outdoor stairs at the end of the 

hotel which will take you from ground level to the first floor banquet rooms.  

 

The Steamboat Grand has a main restaurant called The Cabin. This is a nice place with prices on 

the high side. The food is good, but has stiff competition from better fare in town. The Cabin has 

a daily Happy Hour from 4:00-6:00 PM with half price draft beers and wine. There is also a 

coffee shop with quick-service counter food and a bar and grill at the pool area.  

 

The Roundup Friday Night Social is 

at the outdoor pavilion, next to the 

pool area, accessible from the hotel 

second floor.  

 

The Steamboat Grand offers a free 

guest shuttle to Downtown 

Steamboat Springs. It departs from 

the front of the hotel at 15 and 45 

minutes past the hour. Check with 

the front desk for operating hours 

each day. This is a convenient option 

for going downtown without parking 

hassles.

Be aware the Steamboat Grand is a mostly smoke-free 

hotel. Smoking is not permitted in any of the 

restaurants, rooms or balconies. Smoking is also not 

permitted in the pool area.

2001 Mustang Coil Spring Problem 

Mustanger Hap Shadler wanted to share his experience with a coil spring issue on his 2001Bullitt 

Mustang… 

The car started to pull to one side and had for months made a good bit of noise (rattles) when 

going over bumps. On inspection, I found the bottom coil on both front springs had broken. This 

looked to be due to corrosion. The bottom of the coil sits in a wrap which looked like it had 

retained water and dirt over time. This worked through the coated surface of the springs 

(Eibachs) and worked on the metal enough so that it finally failed. This is the first set of springs 

I’ve ever had this happen to. I Believe it is due to the wrap or trough that the bottom coil of the 

springs sit in.
