  Finance:  Matt Stentoft reported that they had met and reviewed the final line item budget for 2018-2019. Colleen Drury reported that we received donations from SAFI for $10,000.00 to go towards the purchase of the MCI J4500 activity bus, and $4,000.00 from COBank, in conjunction with Sheridan Electric, to be used towards the upgrade of the doors at the school.  Thank you to both of these organizations for their donations.  We received $7,358.53 from MCI for warrant reimbursements and $23,653.29 from CTA for reimbursement of boiler repairs.  Final budget meeting needs to be set between August 20-24th. 
On motion by Tim Tande, seconded by Jesse Cole, the June 7, 2018 – July 11, 2018 claims in the amount of $121,491.43 were approved unanimously as presented.

On motion by Jesse Cole, seconded by Matt Stentoft, the Activities Report for June 2018 was approved unanimously as presented.
