The Friendly Letters be-
tween the second grade
classes will provide a
window into the Senior
class families and life-
styles. The second grade
classes idolize the senior
class as individual role
‘, models. For instance, if
89 one student holds the door
for another student, my class will automatically display the same characteristic
traits as they did. As we plan and write each batch of Friendly Letters, I will super-
vise the content and editing of the letters and provide directions as to what would
be suitable topics to include which will help all students involved learn from expe-
rience. In class we use the teaching process called 4-Square writing method, this
graphic organizer helps students learn a numerical format while composing their
thoughts. Our first letter contained 1-Prompt about Their favorite things to do
which contained 5 paragraphs using 5-7 sentences in each paragraph. 1paragraph
for the Introduction, 3-body paragraphs that contained a main idea for each para-
graph and a closing paragraph restating their main idea topics.
Pen Pal letters provide an avenue to create better writers via an authentic audience.
My students know that not only is someone actually going to read their letter, but
also respond to it. This encourages students to write with meaning, to write with a
sense of purpose. As the year progresses, there is always a vast improvement in
their writing..
