*The entire Bible, Old and New testaments, is the Divinely inspired, authentic and authoritative Word of
God, therefore the Christian's complete guide on all manners of faith and practice.(2T1 3:15-17)

*There is one true God eternally existent, Who is Holy and Perfect, the Creator of heaven and earth and the
Redeemer of mankind. He has revealed Himself in three Persons: the Father, the Son and the Holy Spirit.

And that these three are one God, having precisely the same nature, attributes and perfection (DEU 6:4,MAT
28:19;COL 2:9 MAR12:29;J0H1:1-4;2C013:14;REV1:4-6)

*Lord Jesus Christ, the Savior of men, conceived by the Holy Spirit, born of the virgin Mary,
acknowledged to be both God and man.(LUK 1:26-35;JOH 1:1,18)

*Jesus Christ is the Way, the Truth, and the Life; no one can come to the Father except through Him.
(JOH 14:6)

*Salvation is received through repentance and by grace through faith toward the Lord Jesus Christ, by the
blood of Jesus Christ; in the perfect and sufficient work of the Cross of Calvary by which we obtain
remission(forgiveness) of sins.(EPH 2:8-9; HEB 9:12,22:ROM10:9)

*In Divine healing, Jesus Christ is the healer of the sick and diseased, those come to Him in faith and
obedience.(ISA 53:5; MAT 4:23,8:16-17;1 PE 2:24)

*In water Baptism by immersion, in the Name of the Father, and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit. All who

*In the Baptism with the Holy Spirit as an experience subsequent to salvation, frequently evidenced with

boldness, prophecy, speaking with other tongues as the Spirit gives utterance and the fruit of the Spirit.(ACT
2:4;8:14-17;GAL 5:22-23)

*In the ministry of laying on of hands for healing and impartation of the gifts of the Spirit.(JAM 5:14; MAR
16:17,18; 1T1 4:14)

*In the security of the Believer.(JOH 10:28-29)

*In the present-day operation of the five-fold ministries of Apostle, Prophet, Evangelist, Pastor and Teacher

for the perfection of the Church, as well as the local governmental ministries of Elders and deacons. (EPH
4:11;1T1 3;TIT 1;ACT6)

*In the Spirit-filled life, a life of separation from the world and perfecting of Holiness in the fear of God as
an expression of Christian Faith.(EPH5:18; 2CO 6:14)

*Sanctification is an act of separation from that which is evil, and of dedication unto God wherein the
Christian is to "grow in grace" (1TH 5:23, ROM 12:1-2, 2PE 3:18)

*That Christian parents are required by the Word of God to bring up their children in the nurture and
admonition of the Lord.(EPH 6:4)

*In the Second Coming of the Lord Jesus Christ in glory, which is our blessed hope, and we are constantly
looking and ready for it (ACT1:11;1TH4:13-18;J0H14:1-3)

*In the resurrection and transformation of the living who are in Christ to everlasting life of blessednessand

joy with the Lord at His Second coming. In the millennial reign of Jesus Christ with his saints on earth.
(ROM11:25-27;1THSL:7,REV19:11;20:1-7)

*In the Judgment of the unbelievers whose names are note written the Lamb’s book of Life and that they
will be castinto lake of fire. (JOH5:28-29;2C05:10;2THE1:7-9;REV20:11-15)

*In the New Jerusalem in which righteousness dwells with the God forever in eternity, to serve and to
enjoy Him in perfect peace and happiness. (2PE3:13;REV21:1

Church: (saints gather) as the body of Christ, of which our Lord is the Head.(ROM 12:5;1C0 12:12; EPH1:22-23)
Jesus said: For wherever two or three people have come together in my name,l amthere, right among them!
(MAT18:20) Continue in the apostles' doctrines, preached according to the scripture. Sharing each other with
fellowship of our living Lord,dwelling togetherin unity, peace and love (ACT2:42,COL3:12-15 PHI2:1-4,1PE4:7-11

Purpose: To worship, praise and glorify God. To win souls for Jesus Christ,The King of kings and the Lord
of lords. To offer the sacrifice of service: “doing good and sharing” that "great grace was upon them all"

Pray: for the glory of God. It is written, “My House is the House of Prayer” (LUK19:46, MAR1:35; JOH17)

The Lord’s Supper: “this do in remembrance of me” a symbolic act of obedience whereby members of the
Church through partaking of the bread and the fruit of the vine, memorial of Lord Jesus Christ’s suffering
and death and anticipate His second coming and is enjoined on all believers till He come!(LUK22:19,1C011:26

God is spirit; and those who worship Him must worship in spirit and truth JOH 4:23,24)
