Square-up the HST blocks to the V2” size smaller square than what you started with.

(Square Up blocks: Small 272" k25", Medium 372" x 312", barge4LL x4 ).

Press seams toward the colored leaf fabric.




Stem Square:

Cut remaining Large
background square in half
on the diagonal to create
two triangles. Fold
rectangle strip in half
vertically and finger press
to find the center.
