Reminder: If your child becomes ill, please take him/her to see a doctor and also to keep your child at home until he/she is
24 hours symptom free of the illness. Please remember to call the preschool and leave a message or send us an email
about your child’s absence so that we can notify your child’s teacher.

A gentle reminder to all parents that your child must bring the following items to class for each day she/he attends preschool:
- backpack labelled with your child's name

-nutritious snack (NO PEANUTS/TREE NUTS PLEASE, NO chocolate, chips or candies)

-water bottle labelled with child's name

-change of clothing (shirt, pants, underwear, socks)

-clean indoor shoes

Note: All items, including shoes, must be brought home each day due to limited space at the preschool.

Your child must change into indoor shoes upon his/her arrival inside the preschool regardless of the season. During lesson time,
the children read, dance and play on the floor. We do our best to maintain cleanliness in the classroom at all times.
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Field Trip Information

Children attending the 5-day program or attend classes on a Mondays, Wednesdays and Fridays will be visiting the Firehall
located at: 11955 Country Village Link NE, Calgary, AB T3K 6E4. Permission forms will be sent home. You must have it returned
if you want your child to attend, without it returned your child will not be able to participate. If you misplace the form you may
ask your child’s teacher or email us so that we can send you another one. NOTE that all 3 Year Olds attending must be
accompanied by an adult. On the day of the field trip please go directly to the Firehall to meet with your child’s class 5 minutes
prior to the scheduled time, there will be no class for your child on the day of their scheduled field trip. For each class, we
require at least 4-5 parent volunteers (not including parents who are already accompanying their 3 year old). Please email me at
info@preschool101.net to let me know if you would like to volunteer for this field trip. The field trip will be approximately 1 hout
in length.

INDOOR SHOES POLICY

Please be reminded that clean indoor shoes must be worn in the preschool at all times; regardless of the weather and/or
season. Indoor shoes must be changed inside the preschool. Changing indoor footwear in the parking lot or outdoors
before entering the preschool is not acceptable. (NOTE: There is a HUGE FAMILY OF PIGEONS who live on the roof of the
mall, and leave their POOP all over the outside of our front door!!! We do not want this inside the preschool ). If you
would like to, your child change their shoes inside the classroom or they may be changed in the classroom hallway outside
of the Preschool office. If your child forgets to bring indoor shoes, you must notify our staff! Absolutely no outdoor
footwear is allowed inside the classrooms as your child plays on the floor all the time! Note that we adhere to all Alberta
Health Service requirements.
