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Left picture: One person holds the scanner and the model sits in still. The one who holds the scanner move the scanner around the model to scan 360 degrees around the model. 
Right picture: It is the laptop monitor for the scanner, which is held by the third person. The third person needs to check the scan during the scanning process. 
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This is the scanned whole bust model. We need to modify the scanned model for 3D printing appropriately. 
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The left shows the scanned model before editing process. We trimmed a small part of each shoulder and the back side head for 3D printing. Therefore, the right image shows the after editing process in Meshmixer software. 
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The image shown the right lower corner is the 3D printer (InDimension Glacia) we used for the project. It can print any object with 400 mm x 400 mm x 500 mm in volume.  
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This image shown in this slide is the software to control the 3D printer. Using the edited 3D model we created a G-Code, which is the digital file using for the 3D printer.
