Sunday Reflection: 13th Sunday in Ordinary Time

Who or what takes first place in our lives - in our daily thoughts, cares, and
concerns? God has put us first in his thought, care, and concern for our well-being
and future. God loved us first and our love for him is a response to his exceeding

kindness and mercy towards us. Even while we were hopelessly adrift through our
own sinful pride, rebellion and unbelief, he chooses to give us his own beloved Son,
the Lord Jesus Christ, who laid down his life for our sake - to set us free from slavery to sin and death.

Readings for Next Sunday,

Zechariah 9:9-10

Romans 8:9, 11-13
Matthew 11:25-30

God has no equal - that is why we owe the eternal Father, Son, and Holy Spirit our undivided loyalty, trust, and
obedience. Jesus challenges his disciples to examine who they love first and foremost. A true disciple loves God
above all else and is willing to forsake all for the Lord Jesus who calls us to follow him. Jesus insists that his
disciples give him the loyalty which is due to God, a loyalty which is higher than spouse or kin. To place any
relationship or anything else above God is a form of idolatry. We can allow many different things to take
control of our lives and possess us - such as greed and lust for power, possessions, and wealth. But only God's
love can set us free to love as he loves - with mercy, kindness, goodness, patience, perseverance, and self-
control (Galatians 5:22-23). If we pursue the love of God and put his kingdom first in our lives, then he will give
us everything we need to sustain us now and, in the future, as well. Who is the Lord and Master of our lives?

Saint of Wee Week .. SI. Theomas Wee Aposlle

Thomas was a dedicated but impetuous follower of Christ. When Jesus said he was
returning to Judea to visit his sick friend Lazarus, Thomas immediately exhorted the
other Apostles to accompany him on the trip which involved certain danger because of

mounting hostility.

At the Last Supper, when Jesus told the disciples that he was going to prepare a place
for them to which they also might come because they knew both the place and the way,
Thomas pleaded that they did not understand and received the beautiful assurance that
Christ is the Way, the Truth, and the Life.

However, Thomas is best known for his role in verifying the Resurrection of his Master.

Thomas' unwillingness to believe that the other Apostles had seen their risen Lord on

the first Easter Sunday earned him the title of "doubting Thomas." Eight days later, on
Christ's second apparition, Thomas was gently rebuked for his skepticism and furnished with the evidence he
had demanded: the nail marks in his hands and wound in his side.

Feast Day: July 3

When the Apostles were dispersed after Pentecost, Thomas was sent to evangelize to the Parthians, Medes, and
Persians. He ultimately reached India, preaching the faith to the Malabar coast which still boasts a large native
population calling themselves "Christians of St. Thomas."

According to tradition, Thomas was killed in an accident when a fowler shot at a peacock and struck Thomas
instead. He is the patron saint of India, Pakistan, and architects, builders and construction workers.
