COME O HOLY SPIRIT

In Acts, the coming of the Holy Spirit is described as “a noise like a

strong driving wind” (Acts 2:2). The wind is an appropriate image. We

cannot see wind, but we can feel it. We can see its effects, from gently
blowing leaves on a tree to the heavy winds of a tornado.
Similarly, we cannot see the Spirit. But we feel the effect of
the Spirit, whether a gentle nudge to reach out or speak out
when we're reluctant to do so or a momentous decision to
change our life.

In John’s Gospel, Jesus uses the word Advocate when referring to the
Holy Spirit during the Last Supper. He also tells the apostles that “| have
much more to tell you, but you cannot bear it now” (John 16:12). One
gets the impression of a true friend, an ally, who will gently confide in
you what needs to be said and will be reassuring and sympathetic as
you struggle with what is difficult to bear.

John'’s account of the Holy Spirit descending upon the apostles is not of
a strong driving wind and tongues of fire. Instead, John speaks of the
Holy Spirit coming with the breath of Jesus. Such a gentle image! It re-
calls the breath of life that God breathed into the first human in Genesis.
It is a very intimate action. Also, it is a creative action, an action that
gives life. It gave life to the small band of disciples, driving them from a
locked room where they hid in fear to their mission of witnessing and
baptizing to the ends of the earth.

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SYMBOLS OF THE HOLY SPIRIT

Water: The symbolism of water signifies the Holy Spirit’s action
in Baptism, since after the invocation of the Holy Spirit it becomes
the efficacious sacramental sign of new birth.

Anointing: The symbolism of anointing with oil also signifies the
Holy Spirit, to the point of becoming a synonym for the Holy
Spirit.

Fire: While water signifies birth and the fruitfulness of life given
in the Holy Spirit, fire symbolized the transforming energy of the
Holy Spirit’s actions.

Cloud and Light: These two images occur together in the
manifestations of the Holy Spirit in both Old and New Testaments.

The Seal: is a symbol close to that of anointing. “The Father has
set his seal” on Christ and also seals us in Him.

The Hand: Jesus heals the sick and blesses little children by
laying hands on them. In His name the apostles will do the same.

The Finger: “It is by the finger of God that (Jesus) cast out
demons”.

The Dove: At the end of the flood, whose symbolism refers to

Baptism, a dove released by Noah returns with a fresh olive-tree

branch in its beak as a sign that the earth was again habitable.
