· DNR reviewing variance appeal by MSA to replace 2” valve (code) with 1.5” (variance); which has already been denied
· MSA stated that they would pay $11,540 to replace the incorrect work out of a $17,129 total bill, but the Village would have to pay the $5589 remainder to replace the concrete and install the new 2” pipe. A lively discussion ensued.
· Gary Nigbor, a Village engineer, reminded MSA about the April 18th Corrective Action due date for the high levels of chlorine in the well pump.
· MSA stated that they were following the supplier’s recommendation on the pump versus the manufacturer’s recommendation.

· MSA promised to back the pump’s accuracy and longevity because they are overriding the manufacturer’s recommendation. Its potential replacement would be at no cost to the village.
