1)  Eachone of us has unique talents, abilities, and gifts. We all have
the same calling, to bring glory to God. MT 25:14 »again, it will be like
a man going on a journey, who called his servants and entrusted his property to
them. 15 To one he gave five talents of money, to another two talents, and to

another one talent, each according to his ability. Then he went on his journey. 16
The man who had received the five talents went at once and put his money to

work and gained five more. 17 50 also, the one with the two talents gained two

more. 18 But the man who had received the one talent went off, dug a hole in the

ground and hid his master's money.

A.) We may not be equal in ability, but everyone is equal in
Importance. RO 12:3 oy py the grace given me | say to every one of you: Do

not think of yourself more highly than you ought, but rather think of yourself with sober
judgment, in accordance with the measure of faith God has given you. 4 Just as each of
us has one body with many members, and these members do not all have the same
function, ° so in Christ we who are many form one body, and each member belongs to all
the others. 6 We have different gifts, according to the grace given us. If a man's gift is
prophesying, let him use it in proportion to his faith. TIfitis serving, let him serve; if it
is teaching, let him teach; 8ifitis encouraging, let him encourage; if it is contributing to

the needs of others, let him give generously; if it is leadership, let him govern diligently;
if it is showing mercy, let him do it cheerfully.

B.) Our attitude towards our calling is what is important. 2CO 8:10
And here is my advice about what is best for you in this matter: Last year you were the
first not only to give but also to have the desire to do so. 11 Now finish the work, so that
your eager willingness to do it may be matched by your completion of it, according to

your means. 12 For if the willingness is there, the gift is acceptable according to what one
has, not according to what he does not have.

C.) If he returned today, what would he say to you? 2 The man who had
received the five talents brought the other five. "Master,' he said, “you entrusted me with five talents. See, |
have gained five more.'

Through Jesus, therefore, let us continually offer to God a sacrifice

of praise--the fruit of lips that confess his name. 16 And do not
forget to do good and to share with others, for with such sacrifices
God is pleased.



IVV.) Openly pray to the Lord unashamedly.

A.) In times of trouble: JAMES 5:13 |s any one of you in trouble? He
should pray. Is anyone happy? Let him sing songs of praise.

B.) When we are sick: 14 Is any one of you sick? He should call the
elders of the church to pray over him and anoint him with oil in the
name of the Lord. 15 And the prayer offered in faith will make the
sick person well; the Lord will raise him up. If he has sinned, he will

be forgiven. 16 Therefore confess your sins to each other and pray
for each other so that you may be healed. The prayer of a righteous
man is powerful and effective.
C.) Pray in the spirit:

faith and pray in the Holy Spirit. 21 Keep yourselves in God's love as you
wait for the mercy of our Lord Jesus Christ to bring you to eternal life.
