Please arrive no later than 8.00am for the draw to be made and games to commence immediately following. Please note that no roll-ups allowed prior to the start of play.
 
Conditions of Play
The 18 participants will form 6 triples teams selected on the day at random, each team having one seeded and two unseeded players
Order of play and rinks to be played on will be pre-arranged but will be randomly drawn prior to the start of play
The 6 teams will then play all other teams on a round-robin basis with three games played on the 7th and the remaining two games played on the 14th
Each game will take place over 10 ends and 3 bowls will be used by each player
Two points will be awarded for a win and one for a drawn game
Each team is allowed one ‘power-play’ end per game where points scored on that end will be doubled. The Skip can decide on which end it is utilised but must declare the ‘power-play' before the jack is played.
The final positions will be determined by the overall number of points gained and should more than one team gain the same number of points then the winner shall be determined by:       bowls difference; then total points scored; then points conceded; then ends won
Dead ends will not be replayed – the jack to be re-spotted on the 'T'
Skips are only allowed to visit the head after playing their second bowl
Skips will be responsible for completing their scorecards
Although the seeded player may assume the role of Skip, the order of play can be changed prior to, but not during, any game
The entry fee is 300 Baht to cover the green fees on both days. Please ensure this is paid prior to the first game being played. Don has kindly offered to provide prizes to the winners.
