Town Board Meeting Minutes

Call to order and Pledge of Allegiance by Chairman Gitter 
Chairman Gitter called the December 12th, 2016 Maple Creek Town Board meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Verify open meeting notices, roll call, approval of agenda order (stands as is unless motion for change) 
The agenda for these minutes was posted at the three Town posting boards on Saturday, December 10th, 2016.   Elected Officers present: Paul Gitter, Larry Morrison, Jim Young, Larry Katerzynske, Tory Much, Steve Janke. Others present:  Dennis Handschke, Chris Thompson, Gary Coroneos, Deb Radmer.

Approval of November 14th, 2016 Town Board meeting minutes Young made a motion, seconded by Morrison, to approve the November 14th, 2016 Town Board minutes. MOTION CARRIED.  Approval of November 22nd Budget Hearing, Special Meeting of Electors, and Special Town Board Meeting minutes Morrison made a motion, seconded by Young, to approve the November 22nd, 2016 minutes from the three fore described meetings.  MOTION CARRIED

Treasurer’s Monthly Report 
The balances for all accounts as of November 30th, 2016, (reported on December 12, 2016) are as follows:  Checking - $4,680.36; Investment Savings - $421,36.95; and Town CD’s - $157,432.97. Total town funds now are $204,250.28.   

Outagamie County Sheriff’s officer report (if in attendance)  None in attendance.

Deb Radmer inquired as to the status of the missing road signs on Roloff and Finger roads.

Specific matters for discussion and possible action:
A. Damage to Frontier Comm. Line in Sugar Bush installing fire signs   Clerk Katerzynske received notification from Frontier Communications claiming that the Town, during installation of new fire signs on October 4, 2016, damaged one of their 50-pair comm. lines underground.  The notice stated the cost was “undetermined.” Chairman Gitter and Katerzynske visited the site and spoke with a resident who confirmed that he and others in the area experienced an internet service outage on that date, but that it was fixed rather quickly.  Katerzynske sent the matter to our insurance carrier Rural and is awaiting further information from Frontier.

B. Approval of new Election Inspector Susan L. Griffin   Katerzynske explained that state statute 7.30(4)2d allows appointing an inspector in mid-term if numbers are short.  We currently have 9 instead of 10. Gitter made a motion, seconded by Young, to approve the appointment of Susan Griffin as an Election Inspector for Maple Creek. MOTION CARRIED

C. Search for new Head Groundskeeper  Chairman Gitter spoke to John Knapp and he agreed to accept the job for 2017.  Gitter also mentioned that the Town got an even trade-in on a new weed whipper for our used one.
 
D. Remit dog license fees to the county  Treasurer Much stated that we had to remit our 2016-collected dog license fees to the county in the amount of $405.50 and fees to her in the amount of $25.50.
E. Septic “landspreading” in Maple Creek – cause for concern?   Chairman was concerned about the practice of spreading human waste on agricultural fields.  Clerk spoke to DNR and obtained a list of all permitted fields in Maple Creek.  DNR stated there was pharmaceutical and other chemicals in the waste but they cannot be removed and right now there are no regulations against use.  Untreated septic sludge cannot be used, but treated waste can.  There are many dozens of fields in Maple Creek permitted to (currently) 4 licensees where this is done.  DNR also stated there were state regs against a township attempting to ban the practice.  Lists of permitted fields are available from the Town Clerk.

F.  Roads-
1.  Spurr road sign replacement  Gitter stated the south-facing curve and speed limit signs are shot- no reflection.  Bridge signs also in bad shape.   We have some bridge signs in basement but need to buy the curve and speed limit signs.  Morrison also stated culvert signs needed updating.  Young made motion, seconded by Morrison, to purchase new curve and speed limit signs for Spurr road. MOTION CARRIED.
2.  Church street – 3 or 4 rod road – encroachment of horse corrals  Morrison stated this road has horse pens right up to the road, and likely in the right-of-way.  He would like to see an agreement with the landowner that if he sold the property, the pens would be moved back from the right of way.  Gitter will speak with landowner.
3.  Hintzke road – city planning on re-doing their part, what are our plans?  Morrison is concerned about the City of New London fixing their part of the road and our Town not having the funds to re-do our part at the same time.  He stated that Hintzke road is one of the lesser travelled roads and would not be high on our maintenance list.  Katerzynske will call the city and see if they have any maintenance plans for Hintzke road.

G. Town Hall basement clean out  Gitter stated the basement had lots of junk and needed cleaning out.  Old signs, furniture, boxes of paper etc.  Clerk and Board agreed to schedule a work session after Christmas.  Morrison wondered about documents in the storage cage.  Clerk stated some of it was marked as being saved for historical society but it could be looked at to determine what should stay.

Report of officers: Clerk: Gold Cross ambulance can now intercept unpaid fees from tax refunds.  Stated location of White Dam.  Stated location of pond to be dug by Gill.  Cemetery: Nothing. Constable: Constable meeting coming up in January.  Building Inspectors: 2 culvert permits for Obermaier. Raft: Nothing.  Planning Commission: Nothing.
