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Letôs Have Some Fun With Morning Prayer! 

As most of you know, Geoffrey Friedley, Trent Clegg, and I (Elise Barker) have been licensed to lead   

Morning Prayer, joining Chris Cole Clegg and Anne LoPiccolo as Worship Leaders at Trinity. All of us have 

been invigorated by the things we learned at the newly revised Worship Leader Training provided by the   

Diocese. Because Trent and I recently accepted Father Donôs invitation to co-chair Worship Committee, Iôd 

like to use this as an opportunity to introduce our thoughts about Morning Prayer and share some of the 

things we learned to help explain the changes you may be seeing over the next few months. 

One of the most eye-opening revelations from the training was how flexible and customizable the practice of 

Morning Prayer is intended to be. It is designed to fit the spiritual needs of the presiders, the congregants, and 

the space. Father Don, who attended the training with Geoff and I, said that Morning Prayer requires a lot 

more decision making on the part of the presider than Holy Eucharist does. That might have initially 

made me feel a little queasy, but the more I learned, the more empowering that flexibility began to appear. 

Our Morning Prayer practices at Trinity may be less routine as we learn to embrace this flexibility. Be       

present with us in these moments; weôre trying to not be worship-robots! But donôt worry: we will continue 

to observe the rubrics outlined in the Book of Common Prayer.  And be assured that we will endeavor to   
inform every choice we make with sound reasoning. You are always welcome to ask any of us questions! In 

fact, please do! We love to talk about this stuff! 

Something else we learned that had a profound impact on 

how we think about Morning Prayer is the history of the    

service. While Holy Eucharist emerged from practices       

established by the Byzantine Empire, full of pomp and       

circumstance with the priest front and center, the service 

of Morning Prayer has its origin in monastic traditions, in 

which monks would be praying, facing one another, as 

part of their daily offices. Eucharist is characterized by the 

hierarchical relationship between clergy and congregants, 

e.g. the priest provides the host to the masses. Meanwhile, in Morning Prayer, Worship Leaders are more like 

participants and facilitators than ñleaders.ò The flexibility of the BCPôs rubrics for Morning Prayer makes 

more sense if you think of a roomful of monks doing these prayers daily as part of the regular routine of their 

lives.

The Idaho HeritageTrust Board visited Trinity on 
September 13 as part of a tour of restoration    
projects around East Idaho.  Executive Director 
Katherine Kirk remarked afterwards that the board 
felt we provided a warm welcome and they were 
impressed with our commitment to maintain the 
Church.  The IHT provided $14,000 in funding for 
mortar repair work between 2014 and 2017.   

We have several other projects and expect to   
apply for a grant this month for painting/repair of 
the steeple.  Look up next time you go to church 
and you will see paint is peeling on the West side 
of the steeple.  It also appears other trim and parts 
of the steeple may need attention soon. 

The front doors need rebuilt/replaced soon.  The 
hardware is difficult for people to lock and unlock 
and sometimes the lock will stick keeping parish-
ioners from entering.
