A driving derby is a timed cones course (12 to 16 pairs of cones) with two obsta-
cles included within the cones. So, for example, the driver drives cones 1-6 then
drives the first obstacle (with gates A,B,C, and D) and continues to drive cones 8
-12, then the second obstacle, and finish with cones 14-16.

In total we had 9 or 10 drivers of all driving levels and sizes of equines. Every-
one drove the course twice and their time combined determined the "winner".
The VSE's were the winners as they hardly had to slow for the turns in the obsta-
cles.

Thanks to the Mcclure's for opening their place for us to drive, Aleks for design-
ing the course and being our timer, and Liz for being the "equipment manager".
