First of all, we should remember that we are responsible for those in need
who live in our midst, then as much as possible the parish should support the charitable activities of the
Church on a regional, national and international level. By doing this we will grow in faith, love and
service to one another as one parish community.

Most importantly, we must live in such a way that the words of the Lord might apply to us: “Come,
You have my Father’s blessing! Inherit the kingdom prepared for you form the creation of the world,
for I was hungry and you gave me food. I was thirsty and you gave me drink. I was a stranger and
you welcomed me, naked and you clothed me. I was ill and you comforted me, in prison and you
came to visit me ... I assure you, as often as you did it for one of my least brother, you did it for me.”
(Matthew 25: 34-36, 40)
