In fact, the resurrection of Jesus coupled with the plain teaching 
of scripture renders all other religions false.  For the Christian, the resurrection of Jesus is the 
very nucleus of our faith and must be defended at any cost, fair or foul.  Paul said in 1 
Corinthians 15:13-14, “If there is no resurrection of the dead, then not even Christ has been 
raised.  And if Christ has not been raised, our preaching is useless and so is your faith.” 
 
Saints, because Jesus rose that first Easter Sunday, we can rest assured of the following: 
 

1. Our sin debt has been paid 
2. All that Jesus said is true 

(He’s coming back, he’s preparing a place for us, because he lives we too shall live, 
etc.) 



3. Jesus is with us always 
4. No matter what any church goes through, the gates of hell will not prevail.
