Navasota, Texas

Navasota competes with other KTB communities with popu-
lations between 5,501 and 9,000 residents. In 2009, Nava-
sofa was selected as the First Place “Winner” and was
awarded with a $75,000 landscaping prize from (TxDOT)
Texas Department of Transportation. The City of Navasota
and the members of Keep Navasota
Beautiful met with TxDOT to help utilize
the $75,000 GCAA prize and incorporate it in the 2013/2014 one-way traffic
safety project. Reconstruction of the Hwy 6 / Hwy 90 and Spur 515 / Hwy 90
bridge underpass will provide an opportunity to utilize the funding to
incorporate decorative rock walls with glass/tile mosaic artwork of images
relating to our city’s history. The project is planned for completion in late
Autumn of 2015.
