They must have a
Negative Coggins Test and will not be allowed on the Fairgrounds until an EIA Inspector checks this test.
The Inspector will be available at 4:00 pm. At the entrance of the Fairgrounds. If Horses are found on
the fairgrounds prior to this time, they will be disqualified and cannot enter the Horse Show.

Supreme Horseman Awards

A Supreme Horseman buckle will be awarded to the High Point winner in the Fulton County Fair Horse
Show. This award will be based on points earned by Fulton County Junior Exhibitors, who participate in
the Western Pleasure, Trail, Showmanship, Barrels and Poles competitions. There will be two age
divisions age 9-13 and age 14-18. 1% place will earn 6 points, 2" place — 5 points, 3™ place — 4 points, 4"
place — 3 points, 5" place — 2 points, and 6™ place — 1 point.
