From the Motor Pool

How to set toe-in by Lewis Anderson: Most manuals for
tactical vehicles show to set toe-in with a gauge that
measures from tire sidewall to tire sidewall. For off-road or
dirt road use, this is fine- but most of us use our vehicles
on more paved roads than dirt roads. If we have a slightly
bent wheel or minor out-of-round tire it is almost
impossible to get an accurate setting with that method.




The method | have used for the last 30 years only requires
one tool that won't be in an average home shop but it is
easily made.

Tools Required: Jack, Tape Measure, Spring loaded
Scribe Tool (spring-loaded steel scribe that will maintain
contact with tire), Pipe Wrench, Wrenches for tie-rod-end
pinch bolt. Depending on vehicle, you may need a
hammer.

1. Park on a level surface and set park brake

2. Check air pressure in tires and adjust to correct
pressure

3. Make sure tires are pointed straight ahead

4. Jack up one side and set scribe tool firmly against
smooth area of tire tread on front of tire. Spin tire
to scribe tool and release the jack quickly to settle
the front end components. Repeat this process for
the other front tire. (You now have an accurate
reference point to measure from.) Out-of-round
tires and bent wheel tires won't affect settings.

Have someone hold a
tape measure at the
back of the front tire on
scribed line as close to
the center of the
circumference of the tire
as possible. With the
tape measure, measure
at the back of the tire
from the scribed lines
and then at the front of the tire between the scribed
lines.(don't let the tape measure touch the springs etc.
which might effect readings)

Bias-ply tires should be toed in 1/32" to 1/16"

Radial tires should be toed in 0" to 1/32"

Loosen tie-rod clomp bolts and adjust accordingly.
Proper front end alignment will reduce tire wear and
improve fuel economy.

Whats The Difference Anyway?
Shock Mounts on the MB and GPW.

the MB and GPW. They are
all the same EXCEPT the
MB shock mounts are more
practical than on the GPW.
The MB mount is a one-
piece bracket that welds to
both flanges on the frame
forming a box like bracket
that reinforces the frame
and supports the top of the

tdéds talk about

shock. This shock mount is a weld-on type mount. There
are two different types, front and rear, left and right that
are all interchangeable!

The Ford GPW shock mount is more stylish and not very
practical. It has a two-piece
rounded top and holds moisture
and dirt therefore rusts out quicker
because of that. They are riveted to
the top of the frame and on the
outside of the frame, there is no
inside frame support on these
mounts. They are also welded to
the top of the frame on the inside
only. Ford GPW shock mounts
have the BIG FORD SCRIPT

which is visible under all the fender wells, front and rear.

All four are different and not interchangeable with each

other.

The later jeeps M38 and
M38A1d6s have a
different mount on top and
were riveted to the top of the
frame and had a new shape
and new location which
eliminated the two small dog
houses on the inside of the
rear floorboards of the WWII
MB6s and GPSO6s.

WWII Museum Trip

Wh a t 6 One of the options mentioned was Amtrak from Memphis
shock mounts on to New Orleans.

Adult ticket prices
vary from $50 to
$154 per person

depending upon
options (some
discounts are

available) each way.
Trains depart Memphis at 0650 and arrive to New Orleans
at 1532. The return trip departs at 1345 and arrives at
2200. Ticket prices are the same for the return. This would
likely mean a hotel stay in Memphis for those who must
