Elephant on loose 
at Nay Aug Park

phant, was out for a stroll 
through the park Sept. 3 
when something frightened 
her and she ran away.

Zookeeper William Tyler 
was walking Queenie 
through the park to get her 
some exercise.

When the pair reached 
the Brooks Mine exhibit 
near the Everhart Museum, 
Tyler told the Times that a 
bee flew up Queenie’s trunk 
and stung her. The pachy-
derm trumpeted in pain 
and ran away from Tyler.

She dashed across the 
lawn in front of  the muse-
um and onto Arthur Ave-
nue. As a car was coming, 
she darted between the 
home of  Thomas Quinn 
and a house under con-
struction. The sight of  the 
elephant caused the work-
men to scatter.

Queenie continued her 
now private stroll until she 
got her foot stuck in a fence. 
As she tried to free herself, 
Tyler caught up to her.

He then attached her 
leash and began their walk 
back to the zoo.

Queenie, in a statement 
to the Times about her 

walk, said, “but it was a glo-
rious morning and I felt 
kind of  frisky when I saw 
the sunshine and decided to 
take a little exercise. I didn’t 
mean to be rude when I 
brushed against my 
friends, Mr. Tyler, but when 
the feeling comes to be up 
and away one can’t control 

one’s impulses. That’s all 
there is to it. I won’t do it 
again. I heard some boy say 
that maybe I was sick and 
made a rush for Hahne-
mann Hospital, but that’s 
not true. I never felt better 
in my life. I hope Mr. Tyler 
will forgive me.”
